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Statement on Security Guarantees to Ukraine

The Russian Federation as one of the state depositaries of the Treaty on the
Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons,

saluting the accession of Ukraine to the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear
Weapons as a non-nuclear weapons state,

considering Ukraine's commitment to withdraw all nuclear arms from its territory
within the agreed timeframe,

noting the changes in the field of security, including the cessation of the Cold War,
which created conditions for deed reduction in nuclear arms,

hereby states that

1. The Russian Federation reaffirms its commitment to seek immediate United
Nations Security Council action to provide assistance to Ukraine, as non-nuclear
weapons state party to the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons, if
Ukraine should become a victim of an act of aggression or an object of threat of
aggression involving nuclear weapons.

2. The Russian Federation will not use nuclear weapons against any non-nuclear
weapons state party to the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons,
except in the case of an attack on itself, its territory, armed forces or its allies by such
a state in alliance or association with a nuclear weapons state in perpetrating or
supporting such an attack.

3. The Russian Federation reaffirms its commitment in accordance with the principals
of the OSCE Final Act to respect independence, sovereignty, and the existing borders
of the state parties to the OSCE, recognizes that the borders can be changed only by
peaceful means, and reaffirms it obligation to refrain from threat or use of force
against the territorial integrity and political independence of any state, and that none
of its weapons will ever be used against any state except in self-defense or otherwise
in accordance with the Charter of the United Nations.

4. The Russian Federation reaffirms to Ukraine the commitment, in accordance with
the Agreement on the Establishment of the Commonwealth of Independent States, to
recognize and respect the territorial integrity of Ukraine and inviolability of existing
borders within the Commonwealth.

The Russian Federation also reaffirms its commitment to the position recorded in the
Statement of the Heads of State of the CIS of 14 February 1992 that all possible
disputes arising between the member-states of the Commonwealth of Independent
States would be resolved only by peaceful means, through negotiations, and notes
that this position in full measure applies to Ukraine.
