Ceauscscu has reiterated his Stalinist worldview in a flurry of
speeches, blasting Polish and Hungarian reformis as betrayals of
“socialism™ and accusing the West of campaighing 10 destabilize
Eastern Europe. Despite his precautions and bluster. however.
Ceausescu has begun to acknowledge more serious cconomic
problems and to avow a new concern for the consumer. He recently
shuffled a number of key jobs, apparently to improve economic

performance. and has promiscd improvements in food and energy
supplies.

Comment: The uphcavals in Eastern Europe. especially the leadership
changes in East Germany and Bulgaria. appear to have stecled
Ceausescu’s resolve 1o preserve Romania as a bastion of Marxism-
Leninism. In fact. Romania closed its border with Hungary vesterday.
Ceauscscu may be sctting the stage 1o denounce Budapest and reform
at the congress. His uncompromising opposition to reform rules out
major concessions at the congress, but Ceausescu may remove a few
ministers and scnior burcaucrats as scapegoats for persistent
cconomic problcms. His overriding concern now. however. is

stability, and he will stop w wholesale overhaul of the
top levels.

Despite sporadic rumors that Cecausescu's eritics in the party might
try to unscat him at the congress. there is no credible evidence that
his position is cndangered. Nost Romanians. however resentful of the
regime’s repression and corruption, are convinced protests arc futile
as long as Ccauscscu is in power: recent indications that his health
may be flagging only reinforce this resignation.

Once Ceausescu leaves the scence, however. major changes are likely

to follow rapidly. perhaps acconipanicd by violence. The economic
dcterioration and popular frustration created by his rigid policies

mean his nc?olislic dictatorship probably will not long survive him.
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
