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A group of staff members from the Soviet Embassy in Tokyo interviewed Japanese
witnesses of the atomic bomb explosions in Hiroshima and Nagasaki. They found that
the two bombs wreaked havoc on the bodies of those within a small radius of the
explosion; most survivors exhibited severe burns, a decreased white blood cell count,
and injuries from broken glass. Witnesses from outside this radius faced less severe
injuries, and the Embassy staff note that the Japanese press has been exaggerating the
effects of the atomic bomb in order to justify the nation’s unconditional surrender.

Atomic Bomb
(report of group of staff members from the Embassy who visited Hiroshima).

The atomic bomb and the destruction it caused has made a vast impression on the
population of Japan. An imperial rescript and official declarations of the Japanese
government have referred to it as one of the reasons for Japan’s capitulation. Since it
is spoken of as the direct reason for Japan’s defeat, it is natural that its destructive
force and the duration of the effect after the explosion is exaggerated by the press in
every way. Popular rumor picks up on press reports, distorts them and sometimes
takes them to absurdity. There is even a rumor going around that the appearance of
people in the area of the atomic bomb explosion is fraught with danger to one’s life.
We have repeatedly heard from Americans and from Japanese that after visiting the
areas suffering the effects of the atomic bomb, women have lost their ability to bear
children while men have become ill with impotence.

These conversations are stirred up by radio reports from San Francisco in which they
say that no living thing can exist in the areas where the atomic bomb exploded for
the next seventy years.

Characteristically, along with concrete and truthful reporting, the Japanese press not
only does not refute these reports, but conversely takes them up and spreads them.
It is possible that two goals have been pursued here: first, to justify the unconditional
capitulation with the impossibility of fighting against this horrific weapon, and,
second, to impede mass journeys of the population to Hiroshima and Nagasaki to
search for family, relatives and friends.

Not trusting all these rumors and reports and having put before us the task to
personally familiarize ourselves with the atomic bomb effects, a group of Embassy
staff, consisting of TASS correspondent Varshavskiy, former acting military attache
Romanov and Naval apparatus employee Kikenin, left for Hiroshima and Nagasaki on
13 September. This concise sketch is limited to a record of conversations with the
local population and the injured and a short narrative of personal impressions without
any kind of generalizations or conclusions.

The group of Embassy staff arrived in Hiroshima at dawn on 14 September. There was
a steady heavy rain which very much hindered an inspection of the locale and,
chiefly, hindered taking photos. The rail station and city were destroyed to such a
degree that there was no place to even find cover from the rain. The station chief and
his colleagues took cover in a hastily thrown together shed. The city is like a scorched
plain with 15-20 skeletons of concrete buildings towering over it.

Half a kilometer from the station, we met an old Japanese woman who climbed out of
a dugout and began to rummage in the burned out area. To the question of in what
place the atomic bomb fell, the old woman answered that there was a powerful blaze
of lightning and a shock of enormous force, as a result of which she fell and lost
consciousness. Therefore, she does not remember where the bomb fell and what
happened then.



Going along another 100 meters, we saw something like a lean-to and hurried there
to take cover from the rain. Under the lean-to, we observed a sleeping man. He
turned out to be an elderly Japanese man, building a shack on the ashes of his home.
He recounted the following:

On the 6th of August about 8 o’clock in the morning in Hiroshima the threat situation

[1] was lifted. After 10 minutes an American plane appeared over our city and at the
same time there was a lightning strike which was followed by a powerful explosion.
People were burned by rays, they fell and died. Many people perished. Then the fires
arose. It was a clear day and a wind blew in from the sea. The fire spread everywhere
and even went against the wind.

He further said that the bomb fell 1.5-2 km. from the railroad station. This was
confirmed by other inhabitants.

To the question as to how he remained alive in his home, which was about 1-1.5 km
from where the bomb fell, the old man answered that it had somehow happened that
he was not hit by the rays but that his house had burned down since the fire raged
everywhere.

Currently, he said he could live here safely. On the outskirts of the city, some tens of
thousands of people were huddled in dugouts. It was dangerous for the first 5-10
days. In the first days, he noted that people who came to help the injured perished.
Even fish in the water died at shallow depths. Vegetation was beginning to revive.
The Japanese man said, “I cultivated a garden and expect that there will soon be new
growth.”

And truly, contrary to all the evidence, we saw how in various places the grass was
beginning to turn green and even on some scorched trees new leaves were
appearing.

After this, we inspected the police administration building. It, like all the concrete
buildings with concrete floors and ceilings, survived. Characteristically, the glass
along with blown-out frames from all four sides lay inside the building. The ceiling
bulged out on top.

A policeman in this building told us that articles made of ebonite burned inside
rooms, but there was not a big fire in the building. In his words, the bomb fell near
the Army parade ground about one and half kilometers from the station.

The area of the effect of the atomic bomb has a radius of 6-8 kilometers. At 6-7 km
from Hiroshima station to Koi station we did not see a single building which had not
suffered damage to some degree. As a rule, these are small Japanese-type wood
homes with tile roofs. They were completely destroyed and burned in direct proximity
to Hiroshima station. Further on, there was partial destruction, while at a distance of
5-6 km, roofs were destroyed or the tiles were put into disarray. At all distances,
pines, bamboo and other vegetation were scorched and acquired a brownish tinge.
[Translator note: the previous sentences were highlighted with a line on the left
margin.] In some places they were singed more severely and in others not so much,
and there were part where they were completely untouched by the rays. This
provides the basis to suppose that the energy of the bomb irradiated not in a solid
mass but in beams, the result of which there remained undamaged sections.
[Translator note: the previous sentence was highlighted with a line on the left
margin.] This is apparently explains the fact that some people received burns, while
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others did not, even though they were in direct proximity to injured people. This
relates only to sections significantly far from where the bomb exploded. In the section
of direct effect from the bomb in a radius of one km, everything living was destroyed.
[Translator note: the previous sentence was highlighted with a line on the left
margin.] The Japanese people we queried said that the sound of the exploding bomb
was heard at a great distance. On the road to Hiroshima, the lieutenant
accompanying us said that he heard the explosion and lightning strike 50 km. away in
Iwakuni. The chief of Miyajimaguchi station 30 km from Hiroshima stated that when
he went on the steamer to Miyajima pier he saw the lightning and felt the thermal air
blast on his cheek and a pinprick.

One of the members of our group managed to visit the Red Cross hospital in
Hiroshima. It is located in a half-destroyed building and it holds injured from the
atomic bomb. [Translator note: the previous sentences were highlighted with a line
on the left margin.] Burn victims are there as well as those who received other
injuries, including invalids who were taken there 15-20 days after being injured. Up to
80 invalids are in this two-story building. They are in an unsanitary situation. They
have mainly burns on exposed parts of the body. Many have received only severe
injuries from glass. Those who were burned have predominantly burns to the face,
arms and legs. Some worked only in shorts and caps, therefore they were burned
over a larger part of the body. The bodies of the burned are of a dark brown color
with open wounds. They are all covered with bandages and smeared with a white
ointment, resembling zinc. The eyes were not damaged. The severely injured with
burned extremities did not lose the ability move their fingers and toes. Many were
injured by glass, they have deep cuts to the bone. Those who were injured by effects
to an uncovered head had their hair fall out. Upon recovery, tufts of hair have begun
to grow on bald heads. The invalids have a pale waxen color to their faces. One
injured man, about 40-45, was 500 m from where the bomb fell. He worked at some
electrical company enterprise. He had up to 2700 white blood cells remaining in one
cubic centimeter of blood. He came to the hospital himself and is recovering now. We
were not able to establish the reason that he was able to survive at such a close
distance to the place the bomb exploded. We were only able to establish that he
worked with electrical equipment. He had no burns, but his hair fell out. They are
giving him vitamins B and C and vegetables. They noted an increase in white blood
cells.

At the rail station our attention was drawn by a man with a patch on his arm on which
was written: assistance to the injured. We turned to him with a question and he said
that he was a doctor - an ear, nose and throat specialist - and came to Hiroshima to
render assistance to those injured by the atomic bomb. This Japanese doctor, by the
name of Fukuhara, told us that three atomic bombs with parachutes were dropped on
Hiroshima. In his words, he personally saw three parachutes from 14 km away. As
confirmed by the doctor, two unexploded bombs were collected by the military and
were currently being studied.

Fukuhara arrived on the second day at the rescue site. After he had drunk water, he
began to have diarrhea. Others became sick after one and half days. He said that the
atomic bomb rays first and foremost engendered a change in blood composition. In
one cubic centimeter of blood of a healthy man, the doctor said there are 8000 white
blood cells. As a result of the effects of the atomic bomb rays, the number of white
blood cells was reduced to 3000, 2000, 1000 and even to 300 and 200. As a result,
there was severe bleeding from the nose, throat, and eyes - and uterine bleeding in
women. Temperatures in the injured rose to 39, 40 and 41 degrees. After 3-4 days,
invalids, as a rule, died. In order to reduce temperature, they were using sulfasol. In
treating the injured, they were resorting to transfusing blood and also injecting
glucose and a physiological solution. Up to 100 grams of blood was injected in blood
transfusions.

The injured who were evacuated from places where they were injured recovered



more quickly. [Translator note: the previous sentence was highlighted with a line on
the left margin.] Near Hiroshima there are two hospitals for the injured: in Kusatsu,
where there are 80 people, and in Jigozen, where there are 100 people.

The injured who drank water or washed with water in the area where the bomb fell on
the day it exploded died instantly, the doctor said later. Over the course of 10 days
after the bomb exploded it was dangerous to work there: uranium rays continued to
irradiate from the earth. Now it is considered safe to be in those places, the doctor
said, but this issue was still being studied. In his words, protective clothing against a
uranium bomb was rubber and any kind of insulation against electricity. [Translator
note: the previous sentence was highlighted with a line on the left margin.]

During our conversation with the doctor, an old Japanese man turned to him for
advice. He pointed to a still not completely healed burned neck and asked whether it
would soon heal. The doctor examined his neck and said all was in order. The old man
told us that at the time the bomb exploded he fell and felt a sharp pain. He did not
lose consciousness. He felt the pain and later up until recovery.

On the road to Nagasaki, we spoke with two Japanese students. They told us that one
girl, a relative of one of them, went to Hiroshima several days after the bomb
exploded to find out about her relatives. After an extended time [there], on 25 August
she fell ill and in two days, that is on 27 August, she died.

We arrived in Nagasaki on 18 September. The weather was again not favorable for
us: a steady rain did not allow for photographs.

The city of Nagasaki is divided by a large mountain into two parts: the old and new
city. The bomb was dropped over the new city, therefore the old city was destroyed
significantly less, especially since the mountain hindered the propagation of the
atomic bomb rays.

At the Beach Hotel, 8-10 km from the railroad station, we questioned the chief of the
police section who told us the following:

The atomic bomb was dropped on 9 August about 10 o’clock in the morning, 2-2.5 km
from the station. Prior to this, a formation of American planes appeared over the city
and a battle alarm [red alert] was declared. Then there was an all clear signal and a
threat situation was declared. Workers started to work. Two enemy planes appeared
over the city but they did not pay any attention to this. At this time in the city,
neighboring groups of “tonari gumi”[2] had been summoned to discuss
countermeasures against an atomic bomb, taking into account the experience in
Hiroshima.

The bomb fell 8 km from the Beach Hotel. Glass was blown out and here and there
the roof was destroyed. Many from the quarter near the “Beach Hotel” went to
Nagasaki in order to find out the fate of their relatives. Almost all of them died.

Traveling around the city in an automobile, we pelted our Japanese driver with
questions. He told us that the first day no rescue work was done because fire was
raging everywhere. The work began only on the second day. No one remained alive in
the area nearest to where the bomb exploded. Prisoners of war perished, mainly
Filipinos working at the Mitsubishi Heiki military plant, and Japanese workers at the
Nagasaki Seiko plant.

The driver said the atomic bomb fell near the university hospital (Urakami region).
The skeleton of the hospital remains. All the hospital patients perished, along with
service personnel, doctors and the director.

The gas holder, which was about 400 meters from where the bomb fell, crumpled and
is flattened to the ground.

Two other gas holders, situated at a distance of 1-1.5 km, exploded. The first building
of the Nagasaki plant, at a distance of 1200-1300 m from where the bomb fell, was
flattened. The Mitsubishi Heiki plant was situated further away. Of its buildings, only a
bare iron framework remains.

A strong cadaver smell is in the area where the bomb fell: many bodies have still not
been removed from under the ruins and where the conflagration occurred. The driver
told us that there were cases where children were sitting in trees among the leaves

and remained alive, while those not too far away who played on the ground perished.

The station was destroyed: it burned from fires. The station chief with his staff were
on one of the platforms under an awning. Of the station employees, only two people
perished - they were pinned under railcars. The station chief was in the station at the
time of the explosion and receive a small burn on the left part of his face and ear. He
did not stop working the whole time and now feels good.

The majority of Japanese note that the bomb over Hiroshima was dropped in a
parachute and exploded 500-600 m from the ground. In juxtaposition to this, the chief
of the sanitary service of Spruance’s American Fifth Fleet, Commodore Willcutts[3],
with whom we undertook the return trip to Tokyo, confirmed that the atomic bombs
were dropped on Hiroshima and Nagasaki without parachutes. He also refuted any
possibility of a case where an atomic bomb fell and did not explode. He confirmed
that after the bomb exploded, it was safe in the area where it fell. In his opinion, the
Japanese were greatly exaggerating the effectiveness of the atomic bomb. He
confirmed the indications of illness, which the Japanese doctor Fukuhara noted, and
considers the treatment methods to be correct.
