Taking the opportunity of the friendship mission's calling on Foreign Minister Shara,
Ambassador Nakayama met individually with the Foreign Minister twice for brief
meetings. Following is what the other side said on those occasions:

The Syrian Government is fully aware of the importance of rescuing the hostages and
is greatly concerned about their fate. We are doing our utmost for the release of the
hostages, but the situation is complicated. We must be patient and careful. However,
we intend to continue such efforts from this point onward. We are not at all
pessimistic. We think that the hostages will be freed.  (End)
