Your Excellency the following invitation.

2. His Majesty's Govermment in the United Kingdom and the
French Govermnment have studied suggestions contained in the
speech of the Secretary of State of the United States at
Harvard University on the 5th June. The two Governments
;ecagnize that Europe must take the initiative in the work
of reconstruction and that for this purpose it is essential
to draw up as gquickly as possible a programme covering both
the resources and the needs of BEurope. In the opinion of
the two Govermments a temporary organization must be set up
to bring together the data on which such a programme will
be based. ;i
d. All Buropean States, with the temporary exception of
Spain, are being invited to collaborate of their own free
will in the work thus to be underteken.
4, This organization should consist of a "Committee of
Co-operation" which would co-ordinate the wdrk of special

; Sub-Committees to deal with certain products or branches
of economic activity. The Committee of Co-opération would
consist of representatives of the United Kingdom, France

His Majesty's Govermment and the French
Government will invite representatives, appointed by countries"
which have agreed to participate, to a meeting in Paris on the 12th
July ih order to settle the composition of the Committee of
do-operation and the Sub=Cormittees. This Committee of Co~operation
and the special Sub-Committees would meet in Paris and would begin
their work on the 15th July. The report of the Committee of
Co-operation should be drawn up in time to be presented to the
Government of the United States on the lst September, 1947, at
the latest. ‘
7. The Lcomomic Commission for Hurope would be informed at its
forthcoming session of the setting ﬁp of this organization. The
Committees and Sub-Committees would be in contact with the
United Nations Organization and its specialised agencies and
with inter-govermmental organizatlions.
8. In the conviction that Mr. Marshall's suggestions are in

the interest of Zurope as a whole, that the task of European

reconstruction ... ek
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reconstruction would obtain essential help from the assistance
of the United States of America, that this assistance is
dependent on European nations making the effort to co-ordinate
and to help each other, His Majesty's Covernment and the French
Govermment have the honour to invite the Govermnment of Roumania
to take part in the administrative machinery which they desire
to see set up. In the circumstances the two Governments are
particularly desirous of knowing, if possible before the 10th
July, #sthe reply of the Covermment of Roumania.

9. Proposals for the machinery to be set up are set out in
the Annex to this note.

10. T should be grateful to Your Excellency for a very urgent
reply to the above invitation in conveying which I avail myself
of the opportunity to renew to Your Excellency the assurance

of my highest consideration.

Proposed organization.

The British and French Governments regard it as all important

that swift action should be taken for the reconstruction and economic

development of European countries which have suffered from the
ravages of war. They believe that this task will be made easier by
economic aid from the United States such as that suggested by
Mr. Marshall in his speech of Jumne 5th, 1947. The two Governments
consider that the first step should be for Zurope to help herseif by
developing the production of her basic resources. The support of
the United States is essential to enable Europe to accomplish this
by contributing resources which are lacking till this has‘been
achieved, This is the best way to ensure the economic recovery of
European'countries and to safeguard their independence.

In order to collect quickly the information needed to draw up
a progremme covering the available resources and needs of Burope, a

special organization will be set up. All European States willing

to do so will collaborate with this Organization. It will not inter-

fere in the internal affairs of these States and no action will be

taken by it which could be regarded as a violatic;n of their sovereignty.
