(c) Participation in the Anglo-French proposal seems to
offer the only reasonable hope for _American assistance of
which Roumania, like many other countries, may stand in need.

(d) The Anglo-French proposal is an attempt, on a busi-
ness basis, to get as many countries as possible in Burope
to take advantage of Mr. Marshall's suggestion and to get
American help in return for showing what we do to help each-
other.
