Friends and Brothers... 

Peace be with you .. 

Today I start my letter, and what I wanted to put in front of you, is to start a special 

dialogue which we believe is our duty for our people, after God whom we love, and his 

glory. In question: How? And by which scale does this population becomes predominant 

on another ? Will this magnitude, based on this generalization, be used to measure the 

strong likelihood of loads and other weights so we can be in front of one scale !?. 

The answer, if we want to be brief is : Yes and No. 

Yes, based on what we believe in, if we start from the humanitarian point. 

Nevertheless; this will keep our standards unique.. What we need is to choose our creed, 

and what we believe in, thus, we are not concerned about being in solitude, what we want 

an answer for, and want to reach, is different than this.. 

Therefore we say: if we look at today's world, we see a world of different colors. Some 

of them are similar, and some are different, in their culture, history and stances in various 

parts of the world. The level of their technical and scientific development, their roots in 

life, and what we mean by that is the age and the depth of these roots, and the role they 

have played, and their influence (on civilization and history). All these factors have to be 

taken into consideration in order to reach an answer. To please who is not pleased is the 

weakness of others, or joining them, regardless of the conflict between the justice and 

the fruitless. However; concluding the proper measure, without the intention of changing 

all this, or exchanging what we and our people believe in, would be imported or imposed 

from the outside. 

Different standards have originated to judge people since God created man and his 

world, and since nations and people have evolved, different measurements have evolved 

as well based on those prospects. However; since the early days of man, and before 

people and nations formed, there were standards for evaluating people, some of them 

were superior. At the level of plants and trees, the value and the weight of plants is 

compared to other plants in their ability to benefit humans and animals. In relation to 

other matter, trees and plants are judged by the strength of their stems, the length of their 

branches, the amount of shade they give, the number of years they live, and the amount 

of attention they need from humans, in order to grow to their capacity etc... 

That's how animals are also evaluated. The Lion was named the king of the jungle not 

because he is the strongest animal, and the most vicious predator. For example the wolf is 

more vicious than the lion, but because of the lion's distinctive looks, his ability to 

enforce his strength, avoiding decayed corpses, and his ability to defend his den from 
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other animals. He even protects his den despite that there are not too many lions out... 

Even the stars were perceived the way they were seen, they helped mankind through his 

travels and night migration, stars were often used to seek directions. Diamond is 

distinguished by its beauty, rigidity, and scarcity. Land is distinguished by its fertility, 

and based on this gauging, leveled land will be able to stay on mountains, but during a 

war, this rugged terrain becomes the most dangerous place. 

Even on the level that God had taught humans through prophets and disciples, the most 

important measure was belief and wisdom, which included influence and capability. He 

taught Adam all the names, and granted the prophets books and wisdom. 

In order for our course not to split, we can have to say that governments are assessed by 

the acceptable human role they play, and by its ability to defend itself with its available 

power and resources. This includes the levels of its economic, scientific and educational 

developments which form the roots for its survival, avoiding a breakdown of the unity of 

its people and the role of its leadership. 

From this very brief introduction to a fairly big subject, I say again that our duty is to 

lead our people, and influence our nation as well. We have to leave a positive impression 

on humanity that will be up to the level of our people and our country. This will include 

all the fields I have mentioned earlier. Whoever has been granted this positive influence 

will be able to see our culture and faith, our understanding for our national, social, and 

religious roles. This will make prosperity a reality in all aspects of life. This will also 

safeguard our people against foreign greed. 

So how? What are the provisional goals that we are putting in place for the next ten 

years? How to move forward with this, based on the basic acceptable human criteria's in 

the economical, scientific, and technical fields? What are the other measures that belong 

to us in other fields? Generally, how do our people advance through this at a minimum 

level, or double what they have now? In economics, how do we use our production 

surplus and our services, in comparison with our oil revenues, based on current oil prices, 

or two, three, or four folds? 

Every minister involved, should decide the requirements needed based on the 

developing each particular situation. He should start by taking the actual available 

capabilities and approach each issue more realistically using more vibrant and 

revolutionary measures. 

He who trusts in God and works towards pleasing him, and he who sacrifices himself 

for the good of the people and his nation will never be disappointed.
