Mr. Minister, it 1s not only the operation issue,
when we suggested to form a meeting to
implement the President’s program; we asked
the air forces command and forces by land
command of the desired topics to discuss in the
meeting.

When they presented us with the desired topics,
we distributed them equally among the
specialized divisions. For example, if the topics
involved training and mobilization, we directed
them to the relevant division and the same goes
for the military.

As far as the maneuver itself, we divided to two
stages. One directed according to the task of the
operation and the other directed to the
specialized commanders. For example, the first
corps commands operation’s issues and
administration issues tasked to other sources.
Again sir, we might have to deal with issues
separately, one corps at a time. The
communications among corps are very clear
and positive.

Sir they are forcing us to practice regularly and
occasionally, other issues arise that prevents us
from doing so, such as receiving information
that the enemy is preparing his fully equipped
troops and ready to attack us.

Although, we acknowledge such importance in
intensifying our operations, occasionally as
needed, sometimes air force issues arise, which
prevent some of the main bases from training,
such as bases of al-Nasiriyah, abu-‘Ubaydah,
al-Kut, al-Batil and al Hurayah in Kirkuk.
Those are main targeted bases and they need
training desperately.

I suggest sir, that we must expedite the process
of attacking the Iranian enemy because they
have been mobilizing a huge number of
individuals and they have been surprising us
with attacks almost on daily basis...

You could transferee a squadron for training,
for forty days, form the area where possible
attack might occur and they may return to the
instructed area by the air forces.

If we conducted twelve training for the
squadron a year, that will be once every month,
including technical training, mobilization and
training some sections for defending the back
areas, they will be ready for the battle in such a
short time, due to the short mobilization
distance between the front and between the
possible area of attack.

strong attacks, causing massive damages, the
enemy will undervalue our air forces.

The squadron we currently possess sir, those are
the only ones we can depend on, the other
squadron either newly recruited or only used to
protect the back borders.

Which means their quality is weak, however,
we usually assign one base for training and we
assign two bases, on that day, for operation
tasks.

For example, yesterday we had only two bases
working, Bakir base and al-Hurayah in Kirkuk
base. They worked continuously in a group of
four, which had a major impact on the enemy
and the intelligence director was very pleased
with the results.

They launched about 90 or 94 effective land
attacks, due to two bases worked until sunset, I
mean three or four pilots...The other two bases,
they worked partially, however, they backed up
the air defense and we instructed them to
practice instead.

That is our maneuver plan sir, to be brief sir; we
have squadrons that are either newly mobilized
or inexperienced and very incompetent.

We are counting on a lot of training for pilots in
order for them to build confidence within
themselves and confidence in utilizing their
equipments. The more practice, the better sir.
That was suggested previously in the war
history...Out current era is much better than
before sir, we learned a great lesson from the
Prophet Butrus who said, “You create your own
targets by using your commonsense and based
on the battle’s circumstances, however, you
must take good care of your ammunition.”

That lesson does not apply to our current
situation and it is on a higher battle level now.
Our battle’s coordination is going well.

We have a third issue sir, which is updating and
informing us during the battle, although, we
still receive communications to be prepared,
either through our intelligence, through security
or other forces, we must take in consideration
that it will be impossible to continue training at
that time, which could jeopardize the safety of

The other issue sir, that long period of training
could cause boredom and carelessness to the
case. Our forces are supposed to be always
prepared and they are sir, especially air force
defense.

They are prepared day and night; however, if
we receive orders instructing us to be prepared
and ready to attack, the forces fear if they do
not have their equipments and radars running
continuously, they will appear as if they are not
following orders.

If they have their equipments running 24 hours,
they will need to rest it for 1000 hours
afterwards.

The same goes for Radars and as far as the
missiles, such as Volga rocket, etc. their altitude
1s much lesser than before sir, it is because
some of them are afraid in the event, something
went wrong and they are in trouble since they
had no permission to reach higher altitude.

We are hoping that our intelligence will let us
make such decisions based on our situation and
by using our judgment. That was always our
main concern Sir.

Sir, there is an important fact that all the
comrades are aware of, including you, which is
the air force defense in any country in the
world, including America and Russia, could
face obstacles. They could face attacks from a
lower altitude, which is very rare and difficult
to occur; however, we thank God that we faced
very little attacks with minor damages.

They are not used to have their military bases or
other locations attacked...Maybe they faced it
once or twice, therefore, it affect their moral
deeply when it occurred.

Our air forces are very competent, which is
opposite for the enemy who has nothing to do
but wait around for orders.

They might succeed in striking few planes but
never any major accomplishments.

On the other hand, we are capable of striking
them deeply while they are sitting and
watching.

We are hoping sir that it will work for our
advantage, although, they have stroked in the
past, one or two planes of Corps 4, where one
was wounded and the other died, any pilot can
accomplish such a thing.

Any pilot could enter on a lower altitude strike
and leave immediately.

Their attacks are weak and we are not concern
about it.

Our defense forces sir, are fully equipped with
radars and observatories.

We must be concern about Israel issue; in the
event large number of our planes flew over their
territory.

They might cause us some disturbances;
therefore, we must prepare for every situation.
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We must sir, alert the air defense to be prepared
for possible attack from the Zionist until further
instructions, such possibility might occur sir.
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I would like to tell you all a saying, “Take good
care of your weapon, it might save your life
someday.” We understand completely that if
Israel has a problem, America itself will
provide them with weapons.

Regarding your request for the air forces, we
must be realistic about this case; Israel is much
more advance country than the Arab countries.
They possess an organized army and they
trained to launch a successful war very quickly,
therefore, your case is a war between the Arabs
and Israel.

They are aware of our large mobilization, our
affective media and our large numbers of
soldiers...

The Arabs in the last Arab war, in 73, had the
opportunity to initiate the war but they chose
instead, to wait for the O hour, which was the
timeframe.

In my opinion, you should concentrate your
effort on the right target in order to accomplish
your goal successfully.

If Israel prevailed, they will immediately record
it in their books for history. Their actual
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intention is using Arabs as a destruction
weapon, weapon of mass destruction in order to
balance the Israeli security.

They were aware that we are starting to
accomplish a good deed, therefore, they wanted
to destroy it before it start in order to set us
back by four or five years; because the Arab
nuclear bomb should be an Israeli nuclear
bomb.

After that, the basic battle might allow us to
occupy five small bases or an enemy lake,
which is a small accomplishment, but we will
keep up with time.

As far as the major forces, as long as we have
oil, keep the equipments running.

Our question now, is what is the Israeli
maneuver for attacking and protecting their
territory at the same time?

Based on the air force’s reports, Israel with their
advanced air forces will always be able to fly
over Iraq.

We are 60 Kilometers away from Israel just to
reach West Bank, If we attempted to strike
them, we will only hit the ocean.

If we were successful enough to reach the 30
Kilometers, then we still have between 60 and
66 kilometers of hard battle.

At the same time, Israel could turn around from
the east, to the borders, through al-‘Qabah, to
the Mediterranean Sea and then to the Red Sea.
We are not too concern of such a maneuver
since it will be quickly exhausted, from time to
time, they will launch about ten attacks at once,
where they will destroy our radars and
observatories, which is a war of attrition,
however, it will not diminish us.

If we receive support from Saudi Arabia, we
will prevail, though, Saudi Arabia’s situation
two years ago is not the same as currently.

We must rely on our plane’s computer devices
to determine the flying speed, instead of the
pilot flying on speed of 100 he should fly on 70
and remains in certain divisions.

The pilot must increase or lower the flying
altitude in order to bring us closer to our main
target and according to the situation...
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Sir, if Saudi Arabia and Jordan are willing to
help us, we will be able to use their air space in
order to shorten the distance for our planes.
Well sir, Saudi Arabia is on good terms with us
and communicating with us regularly.

I have sent them the last memo that you
requested from me, which is our wiliness to
train their forces, although, their forces are not
very well trained and not apt to a battle level,
because of course, they are not about to face a
war like us.

They do not have only 24 hours to face a war,
for untrained pilots to perform in a war; it is
similar to committing suicide.

It is a very scary thought sir, the Saudis do not
really care and now after their time is up, we
must pressure them more.

We have worked with those people and they
still have some of our observatories and
transportation equipments.

As far as the Jordanians sir, they are not
providing us with any information, we ask them
about what are they able to see in their radars?
They replied that they do not see anything. Two
days ago, we sent them the Brigade Safaqil to
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investigate their situation and they did not allow
us to check the radar.

They make promises that they do not keep.

We have provided them with the required
equipment, such as Thompson and others and
we opened the observatories for them.

Our next weak point sir, is Syria.

Syria is the only danger we face as far as there
are no warnings for us through them and they
might permit Israel or some of the Iranians to
enter their countries.

We will only be able to receive approximately
18 warning words, which is about one minute
only and by the time we response, they will be
already in our territories.

Sir, we must take precaution to those issues and
we must be able to obtain warnings by radar
through Syria and Hakashat, since our
observatories are on the borders, it will provide
us with some kind of a warning, although, it is
not enough warning to protect our bases in
Baghdad in time.

I am not sir, confident 100% in Saudi Arabia’s
support because their situation is different from
ours, although, they were much sympathized to
our situation, except the Golf situation.

To be frank with you sir, we have no destiny at
all, even the radar currently is disconnected, we
installed radar in Bakir, but it is not providing
us with anything, it is only a matter of minutes
for the enemy to enter through the ocean and
achieve their goals.

However, they provided us will all the weapons
we needed. [TC: Saudi Arabia]

We went to Kuwait twice or three times asking
them for support in installing observatories,
they had several excuses for not to do so.

At least, the Saudis helped us because we
educated them on the matter, but the Kuwaitis
are arrogant...if they allow us to install
observatories and radars, we would feel save
and secure.

That is our weak point sir; we must have
permission to utilize any weapons as necessary,
especially after the new training for the borders.
That is our status sir, for the air forces situation.
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Based on Lt. General Hamid’s evaluations to
the danger of the situation, we must ask
ourselves if we should double our imports for
radars.

I believe it is necessary and we should focus on
the main targets or allow receiving other
frequencies under supervision.

You need to replace radars as necessary, for
example, if you have eight radars, you will need
to increase them to sixteen.

There are other alternative methods for the
inside targets, such as mobilizations, which are
more reliable than radars.

Would you like us to impose on Kuwait now?

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We should remain in good faith because as you
all know, Kuwait is afraid at this time, within
two or three days, they could become occupied.
It was very clear to them the other day when
Sa’d ‘Abdallah came to us and they heard of the
possible accommodation in Bubiyan.

Rafsanjani announced if Kuwait to provide any
accommodation to Iraq, and if we occupied
Bubiyan, we will never get out.
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What did you think he would do the next
morning?

He will cause damages as a coward to our most
invested regions, which is Tikrit.

Not coward because he 1s afraid of the war, but
because he knows the easiest way to hurt us is
lack of communication by damaging our
intelligence devices.

We all know the politics of Shaw, they like
balance, they like to please Syria, Iran, Saudi
Arabia...Do you think that Kuwait now is not
cooperating with Hafiz al-Asad and with Saudi
Arabia?
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You are right sir they are cooperating with
them!
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The balance between Iraq and Syria is definitely
their politics; the Ba’th conflict must involve all
the committee members...
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It is true sir that when he was here visiting us,
he talked about the entire involved parties, you
respected his opinion as a president and you
gave him your promise, although, nothing
happened after that and he did not fulfill his
promise at all.

We decided to listen to them for our benefits,
regarding the observatories sir, it cannot be
substituted for radars, especially the kind
provided for us from Russia, since their radars
covers very small distance...
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Do you mean that it does not cover large areas?
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That is true sir it covers small distance.

We also need extra radars to help us receive
better reception from those other radars.

We have other types of radars from Italy and
France as well. Our on going problem sir, is the
warning devices, we are doing our best efforts
to overcome such an issue, we opened the
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communications with England, Italy and Russia
and we are still trying to obtain different ways
to open communications with other areas, even
to obtain any little information.

That is our major problem sir, especially in the
Golf and Saudi Arabia.

The last issue sir that we need to emphasize on,
is the weapon issue, I am certain that you aware
of the possibilities of company's delays.
Especially the bombs and other basic weapons,
Russia refused to supply us with such weapons,
otherwise, we would have been all prepared and
ready to go by now.

The minister is aware of such an issue,
therefore, we had to seek other directions, and
we secured our situation through Chili, Spain,
France and other Eastern areas.

Those counties were providing us with weapons
without receiving any funds upfront from us,
and then they stopped because they have not
received any funds from us at all.

Chili and Spain, used to send us weapons
without any funds, however, they stopped now
demanding their money upfront. We have
10000 different bombs in Chili and Spain ready
for shipment and they refused to send them
based on delay in receiving their funds.

The same goes for Russia sir, they have not sent
us any more weapons, and this is a major issue
sir, since we already had a contract with those
countries.

I am very aware of our financial situation sir,
we cannot do much about that, I just wanted to
point out this issue.

The other problems are comparatively small
and can be resolved.
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How much do we owe Spain?
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Well sir, I believe it is approximately twenty
million Dollars. I wrote it down for you sir, in
a footnote in my last letter. The other issues are
simple...I thank you sir!

We must only utilize light regiments and squads
and based on our public military, I am
optimistic that the upcoming battles will be
much better...
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We are not pessimistic about the General
Command at all Nizar, however, in order for us
to implement such policy, based on the negative
opinions against Iraq and due to our gain in the
northern area, I believe that we need to study
the situation thoroughly.

We will need to listen to your plans and we
might need to readjust them or changed them. ..
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Yes sir, we must meet and discus this situation.

The Corps decided to divide themselves equally
in the northern area, which is a very important
area for us.

Logically thinking, if the forces for attacking
Dokhan joined the second Corps, supervising
the battle and supplying it with the necessary
requirements will be very easy.

I am concemn sir that if we attacked Dokhan, we
will be hit by the right side, since the only road
that separates us is before the tunnel.

Izmynak and Khoshi have a natural extend and
Khoshi is separated from second Corps until
Qubul area, therefore, the second Corps will
need all the support and supervision during the
battle.

Due to the natural barrier, the series of
mountains and the two lakes, our supervision to
Dukhan road will be very difficult, especially if
the situation progressed and we faced with the
national insurgents.

Based on our information, there is a big
possibility that we will face the national
insurgents in Dukhan road.

From Tanjor bridge to Shiraz or towards other
areas, if any coordination or support occurred
among the insurgents and Iran, we could face
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major difficulties in supervising Dukhan road

Sir, I would like to explain to you that the
border of the first Corps is very large, as you
know sir, it expand from the Iraqi Syrian border
to the second Corps in the southern areas of
Dukhan road.

Regarding the threats Mr. Minister, in such
borders, we are concern about the Persian
enemy maneuver, which extends from north
Dukhan road to Halabsha, to Shoarta and then
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from Binjawin to ‘Amran, those are the main
roads that our defense forces are completely
prepared for.

Regarding the main threat from the Iraqi, Syrian
and Turkish borders, is the insurgents attacks.
The division size of the first Corps is small
comparing to other divisions.

However, the size of the assigned division to
fight the Persian enemy is suitable.

I believe that our defense plans for the Corps23,
24, 7 27 and the commanders of forces Dukhan
roads, are excellent.

The division of the second Corps Mr. Minister
is also a large division after we agreed with the
Commanders on forming a new operation
command that divides the responsibilities
among the right wing of the Second Corps,
where we formed Corps number 25 from the
Fourth Corps.

Mr. Minister, as far as the size of the forces
assigned to fight Dukhan roads; we increased
the forces to the suitable numbers required for
that battle.

We shall adjust our maneuvers according to
each situation, if a specific Corps became a
main target from the Persian enemy, we will
plan a different maneuver to suit such Corps.
We shall continue the required observations for
not only the Corps but for the general
commands as well.

The connection Mr. Minister with the First
Corps and Dukhan road is stronger than the
connection with the Second Corps as far as the
main maneuver, which is from Tigris to Zanjan,
to Sinjar and then to Dukhan area.

Secondly, when we formed that new operation
command, we lifted some of the responsibilities
from First Corps in order to be completely
devoted to fight the Persian enemy, along with
Corps number 23 in Arbil and all the way to the
Iragi Syrian borders.

[UNINTELLIGIBLE] We must establish a
strong communications with the divisions in the
battle in order to protect the borders by
providing weapons or by assisting the Corps.
As far as the northern operation Mr. Minister,
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as we mentioned previously that it is too soon
to discuss, the Firs Corps has a very important
task sir, and as you mentioned we need to study
it thoroughly in a separate meeting.

Although we have studied that issue several
times before and we are aware of certain
problems such as some of the Commanders
wonder why are we sharing their filed!

The Major General Nizar is aware of such issue
and we have formed a mutual committee and
shared some of our division troops as well.

I believe that due to transferring and
exchanging some of the officers they are not
quite aware of the details of sharing fields.
However, we well respect other Corps request
for not sharing their troops.

As far as weakness in the operation sir, of
course I do.

There is a weakness in the central security and
in the division 23, where I used to be able to
monitor the entire divisions before and now that
is not the case anymore.
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In the past if I noticed a possible thread on a
division, such as a case with division 23, I will
immediately shift and exchange plans with
other divisions.

The second point sir is complicated in regards
to the regiments especially that now there is a
discussion in uniting the regiments.

The most powerful divisions we have, which
could have an impact on the battle, are the
divisions near Abadan. Therefore, I believe that
the General Commander will most likely pay
special attention to the northern divisions and I
do not blame the northern Commander of
obtaining first priority in preparing his forces.

I was asked to withdrawal 14 regiments from
certain locations and direct them to the northern
operation, which caused weakness among other
divisions and shortage of forces, since the focus
is on the northern divisions and I totally
understand.

I am also aware of delays that might occur,
whenever any changes would happen, I was
used to withdrawal any divisions or exchange
forces freely, however, in this case I understand
that it must be done on a higher level, through
higher command and through a special
commander and forces. ..
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It just happened to be new and additional
circumstances. ..
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Yes, sir that is correct and it is included in the
plan, however, the main regiments should
remain in that division.

Regiments that belong to certain divisions
connected together and in order for them to be
affective, they must remain together.
Especially in al-Sulaymaniyah where the
insurgents might cause problems and you are
aware of that sir.

It is very difficult sir, when we arrange for an
alternative regiments because we are never
certain of how many soldiers it contains.

If such a problem occurred from the northern
commands, we might be able to solve it, I am
optimistic that the upcoming plans will be more
organize and under control...

My second point sir, we are the only division
without reserve and extra troops. We only have
five newly formed commandos and based on
the latest plan in dividing the roads, couple
month ago and based on new orders, we
increased the commandos in al-Sulaymaniyah
but they are not complete yet.

We also increased commandos in Khangqin,
forces number 15 and commandos of Harif do
not have reserve troops.

When the President visited us, he instructed us
to have two or three reserve regiments, for
every corps, and we are the only corps without
reserve regiments.

We withdrawal some divisions for training,
especially after the air forces issue, [TC:
shortage of trained air forces] and indeed in the
latest operation, division number 424
participated in the mission and withdrawal
some of the divisions in order to supervise the
training and to have reserve troops.

If the brigade 424 did not participate with us,
we would have faced a critical situation in
Sirdash battle.

In general, sir, we do not have a reserve brigade
and we need one.

When should we utilize the reserve brigade?
That will be based on the circumstances in other
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areas.

The other point sir, which is another major
problem that we have an empty area between
the seventh division and the al-Harifah forces in
Shuarta, such opening is about 15 kilometers,
since...

The area in front of Shuarta, by the south and it
is in front of Barzak towards al-Kusur River.
When We were on good terms with the union
committee, we had a suggestion that the
General Staff agreed upon, which is positioning
thousand troops or militants or fighters from the
union staff of the first center in such opening
areas.

However, we are not on good terms any more
by their choice and some of those insurgents
positioned in the same area that has openings
and participated in Sirdash and Sanjar battles.
We are concern that they might cause problems
for us, in addition, the weapons with division 7
and the forces of commander Harif might
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capture by the Iranian enemy. Therefore sir, we
must possess a reserve brigade to cover such
opening in that area and of course, there is no
reserve brigade available.

I am hoping that we will pay extra attention to
such matter.

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Well sir, even we were on good terms with
those people because such area is their main
center where they extended their bridges to
utilize them for fighting.

It is true that those are old reasons but those
areas are their battlefield against the Iranian
enemy, therefore, they might cooperate with
them or fight us.

Sir, the insurgents lately formed as a mass,
well, maybe mass is not the right word for
them.

I am trying to say here that the insurgents now
formed as groups...

I know what you are trying to say! They are
expanding. ..
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They used to be a squad among a division, now
they are two platoons in one division and their
units consist of approximately 250 to 300
fighters.

They all are fighters and sometimes they gather
the tribes to fight, they benefit from some of the
village’s strategy locations to use for fighting,
especially the ones surrounded by rocks.

Our solution sir is to fight effectively by
utilizing tanks or armored vehicles. We possess
large numbers of armored vehicles; personally,
I have arranged tanks in a form of tank corps,
approximately 200 tanks and one militant unit.
However, now I had to share them with other
divisions and we also possess numbers of
companies but they are old models of 152, 250
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and some we utilize for transporting
machineguns.

You know sir, if you enter a village and you do
not have an affective weapon, you will cause
many damages to your troops.

Therefore, we need to convert our old company
to tanks, such as Al-Sokolir will be very
effective in fighting the insurgents.

The company that has a machinegun, M-14 1/2
or the BKS will not be as effective in the battle
at all.
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I have always suggested that the solution for
such problems is providing the air forces with
surveillance equipments, I have mentioned that
years ago.

I do not believe for a second that Turki will
actually open for you a surveillance battalion in
the front and grant you an entry.

Such idea is definitely a British way of
thinking, since British protect their small
border, they set blocks and in the front, they
position surveillance and behind it forces
circling the air.

Then they return to the main position, at the
same time they have secured their weapons and
tanks on the land.

The tanks of battalion along with the armored
vehicles should play an important impact on the
battle and should be capable of observing a
distance up to 15 or 20 kilometers clearly.

If that is not the case, then we should rely
heavily on radars, new surveillance equipments
and cameras has been discovered two years ago
and allows us to observe up to 15 kilometers
and it reaches 300 feet.

Like we have seen before where we watched,
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soldiers tied up to vehicles and dragged through
out the city and we watched through those
cameras people running and screaming.

I believe that we should emphasize on
surveillance equipments for the armored
divisions and we must discus a maneuver,
especially the Kascada and the BT-76.

You could distribute them as companies in
agreed on locations by the division and suitable
for infantry and militants forces.

We will then supply them with bombers and
mortars, we might cause damages from the first
strike and if we lost a tank, we will withdrawal
it from your area and then you could gain an
entry to the enemy’s border.

We should capture whoever we can, hammer
them to the vehicles and drag them all around
until they totally dismembered, we must
perform such act.

I will discus it with brigade Nizar and inform
you with the details. They understand your
situation, what can you do?

They gathered approximately 500 or 100
soldiers in certain area and they left four areas
isolated approximately 200 by 200, if we
utilized hand grenades and mortars, we could
cause them damages.

At night, we could also utilize tanks with strong
spotlight that will lead us to the main road and
open fire on them.

You could follow the map or rely on your
familiarity to the area.

You should be able to open the road to Sirdash
as soon as you enter with your moving tanks,
since I provided you with modern weapons.

As far as the direct attack, we could utilize our
heavy machineguns and artilleries until you
reach your destination.

I believe that we might not be able to utilize
the...
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MV13:
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Sir, the weather will not permit us to...

MV1:
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Listen! I do not ever want to hear that word
weather again. The weather does not relate to
what I am taking about here!

MV13:
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No sir, it has surprised us in an operation where
we had to utilize our reserve forces, where we
could not see up to 30 and 40 kilometers, to the
point where the pilot was afraid to move. I
mean this problem is...

I was trying to provide you with a solution and
you are complicating the issue...

MV13:
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No, you are correct sir.
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We had a complication with the Second
Division, we solved it and now you are talking
about the weather!

Have we been utilizing the same road to fight
with machineguns for two years or not? Now
we have even more modern machineguns and if
you remember, we had planes flying like a wind
with speed of 80 kilometers, they would fly
after all the other planes fly.

MV13:
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He has a plane like that sir, he admitted to it...
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I am aware that the plane model 100 and 125 if
it fly with speed 80 kilometers, will not break
down because the engine and the...

MV13:
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We paint it and did a complete tune up on it...
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It will not break down after a certain speed and
if we were able to invest the money in the new
models, we will not have to worry about wind
or weather because it will fly and fightin a
wind of 80 kilometers an hour. I believe they
are using the weather as an excuse, If it rained
during the battle and the visability becomes
poor, all they need to say is "Sir, the visability
is poor.” The new model will not need a
daylight or special altitude.

I remember long time ago, I believe Hakam
remembers that incident where we had to
distribute in the northern area militant forces
and fighting companies in order to land the BS-
7 and we were able to reach our destination
before the enemy, in Sulayman and in
Sandayana.

However, this situation is different, all we need
1s armored forces and militant forces and we
must perform night training daily for shooting
as I told you yesterday.

I believe that Muhammad Jasam remembers
two years ago, or less than two years, may a
year and a half ago, the Israelis in 76 they
threaten to strike us and then they learned of
our power and changed their minds.

After 20 years, we possess Santiyah that fly as
fast as a wind, in a speed like a missile and not
like a vehicle where it needs million lights or
daylight in order to land.

We shall adjust to whatever equipments we
possess, for example, if we have a plane that
must fly in daylight only, we will utilize it
during the day and if it had to land under
emergency circumstances, we will allow it to
land even if it crashes.

We cannot become too concern about rain or
weather, if we had to utilize such plane, maybe
it could fly in a high altitude of 500 or 2000 and
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participate in the battle.

Due to the war situation and the north
circumstances, several pilots of Santiyah planes
fly to the main road, although some of those
planes possess powerful equipments, they are
not quite the suitable equipments for protecting
the mountains during crises.

I often hear the pilots during flying...they ask
one another of the weather status. If they say
that the visability is yellow, we will fly to a
distance of one kilometer and then we adjust to
the change of the climate.

The enemy has benefited from such situations
and our military limitations.

We also heard of a fighting group camping in a
muddy area, they call them Mi’jan Mizlan,
which reminds me of abu-‘Abdullah’s story
where some of the birds laid eggs and several
other birds will gather every day to eat them. In
order to get rid of the gathered birds, they used
to shoot their guns in the air to scare the birds
and the birds will fly away. After a while, the
birds realized that they were never hurt by the
shots and kept on returning to the eggs
[LAUGH]

Those individuals have over 30 years of
continued fighting experience, since the year of
61 and in order for us to become as
experienced, we must benefit and utilize what
we already possess of weapons.

Do you remember Mahir during the last attack,
he was occupy monitoring three different areas,
which was blessing from the skies, and 1
believe that Mahmud was present at that time
where we attacked them from every angle.
That is exactly what we need to do with that
group, we need to create a map and attack them
all at once where they are gathered.

We must position our air forces in the front to
avoid damages and we open fire from right and
left until the planes cut across to protect one
another.

That reminded me of Jalal al-Qaduri when he
begged me not to purchase that armored
vehicle, I told him I must obtain the armored
vehicle and through my political rights, if that
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were at Salah al-Din era, it would be different.
I told him if you want to work with me, you
must bring me the armored vehicle by
manipulating the political system, he agreed.
If you observe a plane circling around to the
right and left and you do not identify such a
plane, you must shoot it immediately and bring
it to the ground [LAUGH].

You will fly in an altitude of 200 meter until
you are positioned behind the Iranian

Sandayana and attack them.

The pilot must hang in the air, in a shooting
position, ready to strike and when the
opportunity arises, he will immediately launch a
missile striking his target.

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You are right sir!
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You must position the missile from behind at all
times until you strike the target.

As we know that Santayana is a lightweight
plane and if we just shake it a little, it will
collapse to the ground.

We thought that maybe we should initiate the
attack based on an organized program until it
reaches a certain area on the map and then our
divisions will attack with tanks.

If a strike returned to us, it will fall on the
enemy and hit him.

There are technical methods that we learned
through previous wars and not recorded in
history such as the Japanese fighters used to
monitor and record the shooting at night by
listening to the sounds and recorded as codes.
We should learn from dear habits and nature,
how the dear will search day and night, looking
for water and since the water is limited; the dear
will set and wait patiently.

When you have revenge against someone, you
must set patiently and wait for the right time,
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“Wait for the water.”

Around the sunset, you will expect the dear
after six or seven hours, return by the water to
drink.

The enemy did not want to attack us from
certain locations and they waited for...

Wait until they feel secure in a location, to
settle, wash, drink water and then you attack
them.

Life is a brief experience and in order for us to
prevail, we need fighters that think deeply
besides their air forces equipments, they must
think the same way as the enemy think.

Nizar, please allow me to relate to your point of
view! I completely understand what you are
thinking. ..
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It is a minor issue, every location for a division
or corps must handle their issues on their own.
However, the other locations might face
difficulties in managing their obstacles due to
semi-handicapped officers within certain
divisions.

We have a reserved intelligence colonel that is
semi-handicapped with only one eye and we
have a first Lieutenant administrator that is also
semi- handicapped, who was injured during a
war.

Those two commanders are in charge of the
operation of Khanaqin and

Al-Sulaymaniyah, they are just human being
and excellent leaders.

We depend on them, which is another pressure
on us since they are physically unfit
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commanders.

That is regarding our intelligence operation that
rules the entire region, on the hand, we have
Susah forces are ruled by a colonel, 1*
Lieutenant and an administrative officer, and
they are forces for the divisions of Sha’bi and
Dhi Qar, such individual sir...
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If that is the case regarding those semi-
handicapped individuals, you should only
utilize them when it is absolutely necessary and
according to the situation.

If we are shortage on soldiers and commanders,
we should provide the public with handguns
and tell them to defend Iraq and protect
themselves.

Then we return to our war, there is not much we
can do, if we only had two more years to plan
and organize, we would have...

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If I was the commander of the corps, I will not
deploy my soldiers to every region based on my
personal experience, I would rather wait until
they initiate the war and then I will react based
on the situation.

Why should we rise to the mountains and come
down from the mountains!

For how long will we experience heart attacks?
We could ask the public to carry machineguns
to protect their women and children, however, 1
am concerned that they might use it on their
wives and the same goes for our families.

I remember when Hajj Khirallah was the
Governor at that time, I do not recall which war
it was, he called in a company from the reserve
forces, it was on Ramadan 14™, and he told
them to be aware that Arabs are the targets.

He remained in Diyala Village and they
destroyed the village, they only left us the walls
in our homes.

We had no food or milk or even a piece of
bread...

Now the situation is very different, we have our
homes, food and our farms [LAUGH].

I hope that I will resolve your issue by this
afternoon, God willing; I shall discuss it with
the committee.

As I mentioned shortly that I am concern about
providing the public with machineguns and
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based on my knowledge, most of them cannot
even use a weapon, which is a disaster.

We do not need to be in certain areas, therefore,
we will remain only in main locations for the
divisions of our military forces.

We must protect our military vital locations and
avoid other areas where we do not need to be.
We should all gather in one area and build a
gate around us, if they wish to harm their
people, we will then say, “They are the ones
who jeopardized Kurdistan’s security.”

Let them rape their women, who they think they
are!

I am trying to rebuild and research and they
destroy all my hard work, therefore, I will no
longer build establishments or open new roads,
etc.

It is as if you build and a flood occurs, and you
drown...
