 If you did intend to go all the way, then you should make your enemy of the potential 
end because you want to avoid a full blown conflict with him. If he showed you that 
he intends to go all the way then he is stupid, because he was not able to see the 
outcome. Your explanation to him might make him not take that approach. If you 
decide to fight your enemy, then you have to make him look like the aggressor. Make 
the large and the decisive hit come from you. 

 Expedite and hurry in the good and slowdown with anything that would harm others. 
Do not hesitate in carrying out justice and in attacking the wrong wherever it shows 
up.

 Trust those that do not talk about themselves while in meetings and watch for those who 
work for their own benefit. 

 Protect your secret and do not give it away and let people know only what they need to know. 
Do not make your secret the test for those whom you want to test their loyalty. 

 Do not underestimate small things that can damage your reputation, because a little rock can 
break large glass. 

 Protect the secrets of people and do not pass it to other people. Do not use your friend's secret 
against him. 

 When you decide do not regret and when you find a mistake do not hesitate to correct. Do not 
be tempted by the easy paths, for the path that will make your feet bleed will lead you to the 
higher grounds in life. 

 Use people who do not hesitate when faced with duties that you think that are difficult for 
them and do not use those that choose duties that are less that what they are capable of. 

 Do not trust or not trust people based on one thing. Do not replace the root with the branch. 
And give each person his worth based on his characteristics and positions. 

 Place the image of the person in normal situations in front of you and make his image in 
difficult situation decisive in balancing the scale. 

 Your tongue is your position; do not humiliate it. Do not make promises or threats that you 
cannot keep. 

 Be generous, not frugal. Conserve and do not waste. Connect with people, do not abandon 
them. Forgive and do not seek revenge. Love, do not hate. If you have to choose between the 
two, choose the middle as a temporary solution and do not make permanent or a lifestyle.

Always change adjust and build on your plans 
and capabilities if you want to win. 

 Do not look at your capability according to what is in you only, but also through your ability 
to affect others too. Do not show your strength against people's weakness. Try to make their 
weakness a strength, through helping him and protecting him from his weakness and by 
giving him encouragement, protection, advice and strength. 
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 Know that teamwork is better and higher quality. Also know that the hand of God is with the 

group and the devil is with the isolated individuals. 

 Know that there is nothing better than renewing the hope in victory. The human relationship 
between the president and his followers is what renews optimism in people's hearts and gives 
them perseverance in order to go forward at the time of conflict or war, for victory is for 
those who have patience and courage. 

Do not pull the principles 
down low and do not leave them hanging without the support which give them life and ability 
to renew its connection with life.

 Do not humiliate a friend with an advice and do not keep it away from, so he could find his 
way. 

 The well traveled road is not the best always and the wisdom is not in ignoring it always. 

 Keep your enemy against your eyes and go ahead of him but do not give him your back. 

 Pay attention to the chance that you capture, not the one given to you. 

 Do not gain your chance by losing your soul and if you lose a chance do not lose your soul 
too. 

 The real chance is the one you use, not the one you think about. 

 Overcome regret with wisdom so that regret would not become the reality that you carry. 

 The gluttonous in food and drinks is gluttonous in life in general. People have hearts like the 
heart of fish, they cannot rule, because ruling people requires human heart, which loves 
people and hates bad deeds. It is a heart gets angry, erupts, calms down, smiles, frowns and 
gets happy. It is a heart that has a balance between its view and behavior towards life and is 
moderate when it comes to eating and drinking. 

 Do not give the person who become famous for his money or makes his money his base any 
control over state's money or control of the army. Also do not give those who do not fear 
God any control over national security systems. Fill every position with a strong, honest and 
faithful person. 

 The tongue of people is a book on the ground, do not neglect reading it and do not believe all 
that is in it. 

 Whoever praises himself before he gives credit to deserving others is condemning them. 

 Do not underestimate the little things that build and damage you and know that the root of 
every fire is a spark and a drop from a flower fills the air with its beautiful smell.

The General Principles:  
Section 1- The Arab Socialist Ba'th Party is an inclusive Arab party with several 
branches throughout the Arab world. It deals with any regional political issue through the 
point of view of the supreme Arab interest. 

Section 2- The General Center of the Party is currently in Iraq. 

Section 3- The Arab Socialist Ba'th Party is nationalistic and believes that nationalism is 
alive and eternal. 

Section 4- The Arab Socialist Ba'th Party believes that socialism is necessity generated 
from the heart of the Arab nation, because it is the ideal system that would allow the Arab 
nation reach its potential. 

Section 5- The Arab Socialist Ba'th Party is a popular party and believes that the people 
are in charge. 

Section 6- The Arab Socialist Ba'th Party is revolutionary and believes that its goals to 
create Arab nationalism and build socialism cannot be achieved with struggle and 
revolutions. 

Section 7- The Arab Homeland is the peace of land populated by the Arab nation. 

Section 8- The recognized national language used in writing and education is Arabic. 

Section 9- The banner of the Arab country is the banner of the Arab revolution, which 
erupted in 1916.

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The Internal Order of the Party 

The Basic Principles 

Section 1- The Arab Socialist Ba'th Party works on achieving its principles and goals of 
unity, freedom and socialism. 

Section 2- The party depends on a base made of laborers, farmers, the poor, the 
revolutionary people, military and educated and reflects a living expression of its 
nationalistic and social goals. 

Section 3- The rules of the internal order of the party come from the Party's nationalistic, 
socialist, democratic and revolutionary theory in order, ethics, work and the 
implementation of its principles and the embodiment of its principles through the daily 
behavior of its members, while protecting the unity of the party in theory and practice and 
insisting on keeping the central democracy and the group leadership and self critique, 
which is based on respect for freedom. 

Section 4- This order gets its name from the needs of a revolutionary party and from the 
consideration of party relations. These relations are based on principles and subjectivity 
on all party levels, ranks, plans and activities, where the party replaces the individual and 
the interest of the party replaces the personal interests. 

Section 5- The central connection and the leadership strength of the party are achieved 
through electing members of conferences from leaderships' members that are below it. 
Leaderships' members are elected from among the members of the conferences. Also the 
leadership of a Unit is elected directly from the members of the unit. 

Section 6- In this order, democracy can be achieved through direct elections and if 
members freely practice their full rights with awareness and respect of the part relations. 
The centralization is achieved through submission by the minority to the majority and by 
lower leadership to the higher.

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The Duties of the Active Member 

Section 13- The Active Member commits to the following: 
1- To struggle according to the approach of the party and its plans, in order to 

achieve its goals and the decisions and recommendations of its conferences and to 
carrying out all decisions and orders of party organizations in detail and honesty. 

2- Not to argue against orders and instructions mentioned in point (1) except in 
formal sessions and according to party ranking and after faithfully completing all 
his duties. 

3- To commit to the policy of the party and carrying it out and to adhere to the 
principles of the internal order and to work on maintaining the unity, the 
wellbeing and the secrets of the party. 

4- To adopt all the policies and positions of the party and protecting it in honesty and 
faithfulness. 

5- To pay the party membership fees regularly. 
6- To get involved in the party's struggle and political life. 
7- To struggle on all fronts, through live struggle according to the plans, principles, 

ethics and morality of the Party. 
8- To join organizations and unions related to his profession. Activity in these 

organizations should be done according to the plans and guidelines of the party. 
9- To work on raising his revolutionary awareness from the theoretical, struggle, 

political and scientific aspects. 
10-Not to change or hide the truth from the party and to fight arrogance and 

individualism. 
11- To work in one of the organizations of the party because his capability and time is 

the property of the party. 
12- To put his special interests below the interest of the party and the people. 

13-To have a positive interaction with the people and to carry the party's needs, 
policies, positions and approaches to the people. 

14-Not to have any relationship with any intelligence people and not to work in 
embassies, foreign and international organizations without the approval of the 
party. 

15- To practice criticism, self criticism, freedom of thinking in organized party 
meetings or through letters to superiors. The criticism should constructive and 
subjective. The leader should respond to this criticism or questions as soon as 
possible within the party regulations. The right to criticize should not be used to 
keep members from faithfully carrying out the decisions and orders of the 
leadership.

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The Rights of the Active Members 

Section 14: The active member enjoys the following rights: 
1- To freely participate in discussing the issues of the party during the organized 

meetings of the party and in voting on the decisions within his party's 
organization. 

2- Has the right to vote and to nominate in all party centers according to the 
guidelines of the system. 

3- To provide questions, comments, suggestions and demand answers according to 
the rules of the system. 

4- To request a reconsideration in the decision against him. 
5- The freedom to leave the party after promising not to cause harm the the party or 

reveal its secrets. 

The Missions of the Unit 

Section 21- The Unit has the following missions: 
1- To practice its party's activities in the areas of propaganda and struggle among 

the people. 
2- Convey the demands of the people to the party and convey the decisions of the 

party to the people. 
3- Contribute and participate in the daily political, economical and social lives of the 

people and work on organizing the people in a way that can help resolve their 
problems with the help of the party.
