[INAUDIBLE] however, during
the war, or a few days before the
war, and they have not returned so
far, so there is nothing official in
the decisions of the European
Union that would prevent the
embassies from returning. I told
him that I wanted them to take a
step towards opening their embassy
in Baghdad at the soonest possible
time and that we will encourage the
others to reopen their embassies in
Baghdad. And unlike the last visit
in May, which was not announced,
it was considered a private
unannounced visit. This visit had
an announcement from the Spanish
foreign ministry and was in the
papers.

As
for the Jordanians, I did not have a
formal meeting with them,
however, Minister Rifai had a
dinner invitation and Zaid bin
Shaker came and the prime
minister, Marwan and the two
presidents of the houses of
Parliament.

He said
that if we supported the Jordanian
Israeli peace accord, then it is
possible that King Hussein would
be able, through the Israelis to
mediate with the Americans in
order to get them to change their
position.
