We would like to clarify the following:

1. The Air Force Command provided us with the attached report regarding the
possibility of the American enemy carrying out hostile operations in Iraq, using
the American prisoners as an excuse for its unjust aggression.

2. We combined the opinions from each of the following; the Intelligence Service,

the Air Defense Command, and the Military Intelligence Directorate regarding
what was contained in the aforementioned report.

The Intelligence Service did not have any information pointing to this
conclusion, except for public statements made by American politicians,
which cannot be taken seriously.

Operations to extract the two prisoners would require a special
approach by the enemy. Such capabilities are available to the
American enemy.

Diplomatic efforts are still underway to solve the problem
peacefully. If a military effort was to take place, it would be
preceded by publications and political hype.

Using anti-aircraft weapons in the Abu Ghraib Prison area gives the
enemy indications confirming the location of the American
prisoners in the area, and at the same time would bring undue
attention and continuous reconnaissance to this area, and there
aren't any specialized Air Defense weapons.

We confirmed with the Air Defense Command that all of the Air
Defense sectors are focusing on exploiting and monitoring
coalition country aircraft, and specifically taking the necessary
measures to realize this.

v. To force the enemy to miss the opportunity, the Air Defense

Command has suggested to not keep the prisoners in the Abu
Ghraib Prison, in case the American enemy wetre to act on a plan
like this.

The Air Intelligence and Reconnaissance System's Top Secret and Personal letter 53
dated 9 May 1995, we would like to discuss the following

1. Freeing the American prisoners would require a special air mission out of the
necessity of this danger. The Americans possess the capabilities to carry this out.

2. At this time there are ongoing diplomatic negotiations attempting to solve this
issue peacefully. Before undertaking a military solution a media and political

campaign would have to precede it.

3. Positioning anti-aircraft weapons in the area of the Abu Ghraib Prison gives the
enemy evidence of the whereabouts of the American prisoners. To place [anti-
aircraft weapons] in this area would draw undue attention to this area, as it has
been surveyed in the past and they know it has nothing to do with air defense.

4.  We have reiterated to all air defense units the importance of focusing on
exploiting and observing coalition aircraft, especially helicopters and taking the
proper measures in their regard.

5. In order to take the opportunity away from the enemy, we suggest not leaving the
prisoners in the Abu Ghraib Prison if they are there, in case it is highly probably
that the American enemy would go to such measures.

Report on Probable Enemy Intentions
1. The report states that the enemy's probable intentions continue towards Iraq, and
one of the issues that the United States is using as a cover to carry out their hostile
intentions is the issue of the two Americans serving their sentence in the Abu
Ghraib Prison.

2. Itis probable that the American forces will carry out a special air mission by
airborne special forces near the Abu Ghraib Prison to free the prisoners. It is
expected that they will hit our key infrastructures that would cause local
psychological and material harm.

3. The Enemy's Capabilities

a. Itis very possible that they will carry out this special mission led by
American Air Force staff that were used in the Gulf War. Part of their
plan is to reorganize the American armed forces structure in light of the
results of the attack.

b. Itis possible that the enemy will use the following planes:
i.  Heavy helicopters (CH-53) with the capacity of carrying 50
soldiers.
ii. Two Apache helicopters for firing.
iii. Black Hawk helicopters for the special operations.
iv. Transport aircraft (C-130) and also [Specter] aircraft (AC-130) for
firing.
v.  Fighter aircraft (F-15C, F-16C) for air cover.
vi. (F-117) used to strike key locations in Baghdad. Missiles could
also be used for this purpose.
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c. Intelligence Capabilities
i. The enemy has detailed information about the Abu Ghraib Prison
and the surrounding areas. They also have information about the
security around the prison. That is from their air reconnaissance
and human intelligence from various diplomatic foreigners,
inspections teams, and other sources.
4. The Probability of the Means of Carrying out the Operation
a. There is a possibility that the operation will be carried out at night to avoid
the effect of some anti-aircraft weapons. This is without eliminating the
possibility of its execution at other times, especially during either the first
or last calls to prayer, or possibly using official holidays to carry out the
operation.

b. The helicopters will take off from Saudi territory and from nearby areas
along the border, knowing the approximate distance from the border to the
target is about 300 kilometers. The helicopters will be accompanied by
(C-130s) which will refuel the (CH-53) south of the 32" parallel and
before heading to the target area.

c.  The air support aircraft will remain south of the 32' parallel and will not
infiltrate the target area unless it is after the helicopters have arrived.
From the beginning this should take 30 minutes.

d. Itis possible that the enemy will take advantage of some agents that speak
the Iraqi dialect who are dressed in the Iraqi armed forces uniforms with
the possibility of using vehicles that are similar to the ones used by our
security forces.

e. Using the (CH-53) aircraft which are the American's heavier helicopters,
similar to the ones used by the inspectors located at the Al Rasheed base,
it is possible that they will use that as a cover for the operation.

1. Regarding the Air Force Command / Air Reconnaissance and Intelligence
Organization's Top Secret and Personal letter 53 dated 9 May 1995, and its
attachment, a report on probable enemy intentions to carry out hostile operations
on Iraq using the American prisoners as an excuse. Included is our summary of
the most important points in the report:

a. The American's hostile intentions continue towards Iraq, and the
American prisoners in Iraq could be used as a cover to carry out hostile
operations.

b. Itis possible that the American forces will execute their special air
operation via airborne special forces in (Abi Gareeb) to free the prisoners
and other hostile operations to lower morale and cause collateral damage.

c. Enemy Capabilities

1. It is very likely that these special operations will be lead by
American Air Force.
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ii. It is possible they will use the following aircraft:
1. (CH-53) Helicopters, Apaches and Black Hawks
2. (C-130) and (AC-130) carrier aircraft
3. (F-15 and F-16) fighter aircraft
4. (F-117) Specter
iii. Intelligence Capabilities
The enemy has detailed information about the Abu Ghraib Prison
and surrounding area, in addition to information about the security
around the prison due to air reconnaissance or human intelligence
from foreign diplomats, inspectors, and other possible sources.
d. Probability of Methods of Carrying Out the Operation

2. The Air Force Command's aforementioned letter, addressed to the Ministry of
Defense Cabinet, of which a copy was sent to us and reviewed by the Minister of
Defense, he ordered the following: "Let the [military] Intelligence and [civilian]
Intelligence give their opinions on whether the Americans have the capability to
carry out an event of such magnitude. Do they possess the desire to pay the price
entailed with such an endeavor?" According to the Cabinet's Top Secret and
Personal letter 5366, dated 9 May 1995.

3. The General Opinion About the Report

a. We don't have information on the American's intent to capture the

aforementioned prisoners.

b. The two mentioned prisoners do not have any political or military

importance that would instigate such an attempt.

c. The operation, if preformed, is not a guaranteed success. A reason for that
is that the distance between the Saudi border and the target area is quite
long. We have the capability to survey this zone and counter with an air
attack, especially north of the 32n¢« parallel.

d. The Air Intelligence Organization did not provide us with any information
about the intentions mentioned above or about the intelligence
community's intent to prepare the mentioned report. It is safe to say that it
is speculation if it is not founded on information.

4. The Opinion Regarding the Minister of Defense's Orders
"Do the Americans have the capability to carry out an event of such magnitude. Do

they possess the desire to pay the price entailed with such an endeavor?"

a. Yes, the Americans have the capability to perform such an operation, and
they can reinforce the presence in the area. They have all the planes,
equipment, and artillery to perform this operation.

b. Wedon't believe that there is a willingness to explain such losses
expected from this operation because the prisoners lack political or
military value.
