To Terebin [trans. note--Terebin (real name Andrei Iakovlevich Orlov) was a Soviet
doctor and Soviet operative in Mao's base in Yan'an].

 Convey to Mao Zedong that the VKP(b) CC [trans. note--sesoiuznaia
Kommunisticheskaia Partiia (bolshevikov), the All-Union Communist Party (of the
Bolsheviks)—the Soviet Communist] considers it desirable to have him come to
Moscow without any kind of disclosure about it. If Mao Zedong also considers this
necessary, then, it appears to us, it is better to do this through Harbin. If needed,
[we] will send a plane.

 Telegraph the results of the talk with Mao Zedong and his wishes.
