Tell Zhou Enlai the following:  
  
1. We agree with the opinion of Chinese comrades regarding the Indian
intermediation in the matter of admitting the People's [Republic of] China into the UN
membership.  
  
2. We consider it correct to concentrate immediately 9 Chinese divisions on the
Chinese-Korean border for volunteers' actions in North Korea in the event of the
enemy's crossing the 38th parallel. We will do our best to provide the air cover for
these units.  
  
3. Your report about the flights of the Soviet aircraft over the Manchurian territory has
not been confirmed. But we have issued an order not to permit such overflights.
