Pham Van Dong: [The Soviet] proposals were: (1) China increases the quota for
shipments of Soviet aid to [Vietnam] via China from 10 to 30 thousand tons a month. 
If necessary, the Soviet Union will send some of its locomotives to China.  (2) China
sets aside 2 or 3 of its ports in the South for handling Soviet aid to Vietnam.  If more
equipment is needed in those ports, the Soviets will cover all costs.
