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Summary:

Kissinger wants to help the French without giving them too much. Foster thinks that the
French have the worst missile program in the world, while the Chinese have the best.
He thinks the best thing we can do is to look at their designs and offer suggestions,
especially in regards to forming their objectives and planning how to meet them. Foster
notes that any help we give to the French is perceived as a full commitment, so
Kissinger warns that we must remain “cold-blooded.”
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
