Your Excellency, 

May I address this confidential letter to you in my capacity of President of the
International Olympic Committee.

During our various meetings in the last years, as well as on many other occasions
when speaking with Korean and foreign authorities, including the US State
Department, I have always expressed my concern regarding the potential danger and
the many inconveniences of holding the "Team Spirit 88" exercise a few months prior
to the Games. On every occasion I pleaded that this exercise be adjourned, in view of
the celebration of this Olympic Year, as a gesture of goodwill and demonstration of
your sincere desire for Peace.

It is not without reason that I draw your attention, once again, to this matter, because
I think that a greater risk than ever exists.

I naturally count upon your guidance however I wanted to be sure that you
understood my deep concern in this matter.
