We note that, after the date of the US Secretary of State Cyrus Vance's visit to Beijing
was made public, North Korean propaganda has increasingly emphasized the DPRK's
complete support for Chinese reunification, the need for American withdrawal, and
freeing Taiwan. By way analogy with the situation on the Korean peninsula, the North
Korean press combats all reactionary ideas of ‘two Chinas,' ‘one China, one Taiwan,'
‘one country, two systems,' ‘Taiwan independence,' etc., and vehemently demands a
halt to this state of affairs and immediate and total US troop withdrawal from Taiwan,
South Korea, and Asia in general. 

On June 27, on the 27th anniversary of the US occupation of Taiwan, the official
newspaper of the Central Committee of the Workers' Party of Korea, Rodong Sinmun,
published a lengthy editorial on the topic.
