I attach the Beam despatch and a copy of our memorandum to
the Department of State based on a thorough review of the Bcripts
criticized by Beam. We have not yet had a wreply from the Depart-
ment.,

On June 2, 1958, a Departmental working group consisting of
State, USIA and CIA reviewed a representative sample of RFE
political commentary and at the conclusion of their report the'
following lines appeared:

''State representatives remarked that, judging from all
scripts reviewed, RFE has gone a long way during the past
several months toward meeting current broadcast policy
objectives. It was emphasized that State's criticisms ag
outlined above were intended to apply to specific instances
where certain aspects of broadcasting policy appeared to
have been violated and are not to be interpreted as general
criticiam of RFE activities from the policy standpoint.

State representatives asked that RFE be informed thatithe
content of the scripts reviewed, generally speaking, seemed
to involve a high degree of listener interest, RFE wasccon-
gratulated on broadcasts in the 'International Coemmentary*
field and on a number of other specific broadcasts, Some of
the outstanding scripts were:
