64 - FRIDAY - 2100hs - Your Excellency is authorized to postpone the voting on the
draft resolution about the denuclearization of Latin America in order to await the
deliberations [ponderações] that were made to you by the North American
government. We insist, however, in that the same draft will come to be voted in the
Commission and in the plenary before the present period of sessions of the General
Assembly is closed.
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
