On behalf of the l-'ilitary Revolutionary Col't'llittee, ::: wish to 
express my sincere respect and gratitude to the ~nited Nations 
tor the contribution made toward the pro~ress and prosperity 
ot the Republic of Kore~. 

It is the ail'l! of the Republic of rrorea to 'lphold del!IOcracy, based 
on liberty, equality ann good-neighborliness. Although the April 
Revolution of 1000 carried out by students was successful with the 
overwhelming support of the l("orean people and international 
sympathy, after one year since the assumption of power by the 
Democratic Party, the people still find themselves in the 
condition of starvation and despair, and the government continued 
to follow the ill pr~ctices and corruption of the past. 

The situation also resulted in endangerins;: our capacity to effectively 
combat the C om~tnist threats. Unable to let the situation deteriorate 
any further, at the dawn of lt3y 16, 19bl, the rdlitary acted to 
overthrow the ~ovPrnment ann took co~leto control of tho executive, 
legislative, a:1n ,1uniciarv powPrs of O'OVPrnMent .

Your Excellency:

At the urgent instruction of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of my government I have
the honour to transmit to you the following statement:

"Dear Secretary General Hammarskjold:

On behalf of the Military Revolutionary Committee, I wish to express my sincere
respect and gratitude to the United Nations for the contribution made toward the
progress and prosperity of the Republic of Korea.

It is the aim of the Republic of Korea to uphold democracy, based on liberty, equality
and good-neighborliness. Although the April Revolution of 1960 carried out by
students was successful with the overwhelming support of the Korean people and
international sympathy, after one year since the assumption of power by the
Democratic Party, the people still find themselves in the condition of starvation and
despair, and the government continued to follow the ill practices and corruption of
the past.

The situation also resulted in endangering our capacity to effectively combat the
Communist threats. Unable to let the situation deteriorate any further, at the dawn of
May 16, 1961, the military acted to overthrow the government and took complete
control of the executive, legislative, and judiciary powers of government. Thus, we
embarked upon the sacred revolutionary task of overthrowing the corrupt and
inefficient regime, and of saving the people and the country.

The following are our pledges:

1. Anti-Communism

2. Adherence to the United Nations Charter, and respect for and faithful fulfillment of
all international treaties and agreements.

3. Complete elimination of corruption and social evils.

4. Speedy solution of the problem of livelihood of the people on the verge of
starvation.

5. Strengthening of power and effectiveness to combat Communism, and finally at
any time upon completion of our mission, we will hand over the control of the
government to clean and conscientious civilians, and return to proper duties of the
military.
