LIRUTES OF THE OPENING SESSION HELD

AT 0930 HOURS, 1571 JUNE, LOGL
AT CULUIAE

Chairman Mr. Young P. Lee, the Zevublic of Xorea

'r. Young P. Lee ovpened the meeting with one minute of prayer
for those who died in the fisht against Communist aggression.

The Chairman proceeded to make the following openine remarks:

It gives me great pleasure to cell-to order this first
session of the Chinhae Conference of Anti-Communist Peoples,
“lease understand that my position as presiding officer will be
of brief duration., In a little while you vill employ the
practices of democracy to elect your chairmen an< such other
officers and committeemen as you wish to name.

This is truly a2 memorable occazsion. Gathered together
here are outstanding representatives of the free peovles of
Asia. In the next few days we shall draw closer the bonds that
have brouzht us together, Ve shall, I think, meke 2 great
contribution to liberty in our part of the world., Our concern
is not only with the menace of Communism, but with any nation
or people that resorts to aggressisn to gain its selfish ends,

It is eppropriate that you should be welcomed to the
llepublic of Korea today by a man whose thoushts and deeds
symbolize the ceaseless struggle against those who try to push
other people around, T need not tell you of his lifelong
fight for the freedom and independence of this Republic, nor
of his unswerving dedicetion to the principle that the will of
the people is supreme =nd paramount. '

de is an international leader who can give us tremendous
inspiration for the tasks that lie ahead., Ladies and

gentlemen, His Excellency, Dr. Syngman Rhee, President of the
Republic of Korea,

The Chairman introduced President Syngman Rhee who made the
following address of welcomc:

. LS

First of all, my very good friénf®:* and neighbors, let
me bid you a most cordial welcome to Kdrea and Chinhae. We
are deeply happy that you have come, and I am sure that all of
us are firmly resolved to make this Conference a truly
morientous occasion in the history of Free East Asia. I shall
try to tell you briefly this morning about some of the purposes
and intentions that led us to call you together, Please under-
stand that I am not attempting to influence you in any way, but
am merely citing the record so that all of us will start these
procecedings with a common fund of information.
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Ve havc heard much discussion, in rccent months,
of a Pacific Pact or Alliance of liutual Sccurity. But -
until today all of this has bcen only talk. lothing
recally concretc has been done -- not because of dis~.
inclination to act, but bccausc the Pacific countires
themselves did not get together, Attempts by other
nations of other continents to cstablish such a movement
will come to naught, as we already have seen in Europe,
TATO stands as the prime cxample that such an alliance
rmust come from within instead of being superimposcd from
without., The individual national member of NATO does
not rcalize the naturc of the Communist menace, and some
of them are so far gonc as to be unwilling to make equal
and just contributions of their own to the common causec.,
This is not the kind of an organizetion wc want in the
Pzcific. As a contrast, look at what the Communists are

doing; they are willing to sacrifice cverything for Com-
nunism,

So it is that we feel the time has come for the
Pacific countries to do something for themselves -- to
take a common action for thc¢ common security before it
is too late, In our certainty that the Pacific nations
have a strong desire for their own organizetion, we
took steps -to make possible a confcerence where Pacific
countries and peoples could get together and express
their desires. All of us who rcalizc so strongly the
grave dangers of Communist expansion thus may begin --
cven on a smgll scale -- a movement that will stop the
cneniy and eventually push him back toward the oblivion
that is so essential if Frec Man is to survive,

As you 211 know, President Chiang Kai 5'c¢k and
mysclf happcned to be together some months ago and thought
of this question., Vi agreed at tipt timc to invite the
Anti~Communist nations to get together, and have been
trying to do so cver since. This sort of thing is a large
undertaking that is fraught with difficulties. We have
thercfore not been esuccessful in persuading 2ll the
nations that should be hors to comec. In some cascs,
howeve ', that is probably not the result of & lack of
interest, but of the fact that some countfies do not know
nreciscly what we arc trying to do, e cannot blamc them
for their caution., In the troubled world of today we
cannot cxpect nations to shut their cycs and plunge into
siovements that they feel they do not know anything about.

Some nations may have thought that we were sceking
to get them together to tell them what to do -- that we
were inviting our neighbors to come to cndorse soric plan
that we had arrived at unilatcrally., Trat is not the
casce. It is not the spirit of this conference, OCur idca
is very sinmple and reprcsents the cssence of democratic
prectice, It is simply that we all get together to
cxpress our feelings and our suggestions, Ve shell give
voice to ours, and you to yours. Then wc shall put our
ideas and oroposals together and let the majority decide
in favor of those that appear to have the greatest merit. :
That is why there is no fixed and definite egenda for
this conference. VYhat we say and do will grow out of
our needs and of our common experience,
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%Ye have cume to realize, 1in secting up uhis
conference, that governments involved in international
relations do not feel at liberty to act freely until
they heve consulted 211 their friends and neighbors,
2nd until they find everything is fully and clearly
understood. Until that time comes, they hesitate. But
it was not possible to be completely expnlicit preliminary
to this conference, That is the prime recson for the
holding of this meecting: so that we can be definite and
to the point in our further relationships with 211 the

Free Nations of our owm region and of the rest of the
world, '

Yle presum~bly are most interested here in getting
the peoples of the East Asian nations to exchange views,
to discuss ways and means, and to draw up a resolution
agreeable to the majority on an effective Jjoint effort
to check and eventually to reverse the terrible reality
of continued Communist expansion, The Communists are
successful everywhere because they ere organized, They
speak,,act, and plan with concerted efforts., Their
final aggressions are achicved by force of arms, but
their ideological front is even stronger and more .
important than their military front. Utilizing propaganda,.
infiltration, sabotage, and similar weapons, they crc
winning the support of millions of people everywhere,
HMere military strength will not be enough to save the
Free Nations, We can establish great armies, navies, and
air forces, but if we do not win the battle of ideas, our
militery victories will mean little or nothing, If we
can win back these lost peoples, we may not have to fight
another world war. We are in awful peril today only
because we have done nothing at the peoples' level during
the last 40 years,

The Communist movement places strong emphasis on the
unity of peoples, and that is perhaps the principal
reason for its awesome successes. te, too, nust moke our
bid to unite the people of the world in the cause of
freedom and justice. We must try to win back the uneducated,
uninformed, and disinterested, and all those who have been
deceived by Communist propaganda. e must persucde them
of the horrors of Communism, which destroys the individual,
and enlist them in an anti-Communist crusade that affords
the only hove for saving all that we hold precious, This
campaign must include the organizetion of anti-Communist
socictics, the conducting of investigations of Communism
and its nefarious plots, and the cncourasement of
searchlight publicity that will exposc the enemy and the
enslavenent that he is planning for us all, The people
of the world must be enlightened. They must be told and
shown the menace of Communist aggression, If we can do
thet, we can be assurcd that all decent, thinking, liberty-
loving peoples will be on our side -- including the
countless millions of Chinese ond Russioans who hate
Communism os deeply as we do.

In some countries the govenments arealready Communist
or Cormunist-inclined. You, who arc patriotic citizens of
your beloved homeland and who realize so well that the
Communists scek to make your countries satellites of the
Soviet, mey have to risk your lives by organizine revo-
lutionary movements or anti-Communist fronts. 1In doing
50 you will profit by following the example that the Com-
munists heve set in their own international conspiracy.
ileke your movement. as stroug as possible, and do it
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quickly. Lecave no avenuc of apneal or persucsion
untravceled, Unless you fight back now, ~nd persuede
millions of others to fight with you, your own nation
will perish, ond the end of all frcedom everywhere will
be that much closer. Today your life is not your own;
it is dedicoted, as are the lives of all frce men, to
the principle that death is better than life under Com-
munist op»ression,

These have been some of the things, my friends,
that are uopermost in our minds. If all or some of
you should agrece with our views, in general, we shall
accept that agreecment as an expression of your true
scntiments and not as merely & courtcous affirmative.
On the other hond, if all or some of you disagrece, we
want you to feel per-fectly free to express your own views,
Then, after full exchange of ideas and adcquate discussion,
we can arrive at common understanding and agree upon
objectives and o statement of them. Ve shall support
just as enthusicstically and persistently as we can
anything thot you do here which is helpful end to the
advantege of democracy ~nd the freedom of nian,

As everyone knows, onc of our primery cims is the
establishment of an anti-Communist movement. UWe belicve
that if such a movement is to be effective, it must start
with a singleness of purpose that will bar mcmbershin to
any nation or people whosc & titude is not definitely and
positively enti-Commnunist, We must, in other words,
protect ourselves against destruction from within., This
same singleness of ourpose also should lecd us to invite
the immedicte participation of every nation and people

" that is known to be definitely on the side
of democratic principles and opnosed to the Communists.
Likewisc, cevery organization ond cevery single individuanl
arrayed ageinst Communism should stand with us --
regardless of where they may be, In this crusade, which
seeks the perpctuaticn of all that is worthwhile in
civilization, we can finc¢ common causc in a plan and
orogrem for our own security.

We do not presume to sugrest which nations or groups
should be invited to join with us and vhich should not be
invited. That should be decided ofter democratic discussion
and democratic mejority vote. I am fully persuaded thot
this can be the beginninz of a movement that will have
great and perhaps decisive global significance., If all
anti-Communist peoples of the world can be brought together
in common endeavor, & great step forward will bave been
teken in the struggle for survival and for o Free Vorld,
After you have thoroughly discussed the problems involved,
and have egreed upon definite plans for a course of
action, I am quite sure that other nations and pcoples will
become interested, will find out whet we are trying to do,
ond then will join with us., We hope that in a few months
We Cau hnve a much larger confercnce, with for more nations
~nd far more peovples represented. This, as you are all
aware, is only a vreliminery conference. But that is
still another reason for its great importance. Whot we
do herc will meke possible the growth and the eventual
triumph of our cecuse.
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In bidding you a most heartfelt welcome, I want
. to-oxpross mv regrets that we lack better quarters for
- those of you who have comec so far beceause of your °

interest in fighting Communism., You all understaad, I
know, that this wartorn country has no really adequete
place for a conference such as this, Chinhae happens
to be the only possible site available, and even here
we have very limited buildings and accommodations, We
were forced to limit the number of representatives
attending, and even so you are finding that there are
‘certain unavoidable inconveniences and discomfortes., I
hove that you will not mind too much, and that you will
believe me when I say that the hospitality in our hearts
far transcends the physical poverty of our stricken lond,
It is our earnest hope that your love for your country,
your people, ond for. freedom itself is so great that you
are willing to sacrifice almost anything to guard and per-
petuate them, We are here, ofter all, not for our own
personal pleasure, but to protect all who love liberty
_against a Communist totalitarianism that is the enemy of
human freedom cverywherc,

Some people have quite naturally been anxious to
find out whether certain nations were interested in this :
movement, What we arc concerned with, however, is not
so much what other countries think of us, but what we --
the Asiatic countries and pcople -- think of this
movement, If you and I are intercsted enough in the
common cause, and arc willing to sacrifice a great deal
for it, this small beginning will soon have grown into
a great power for good. If that happens, amnd I am
fully confident that it will, we shall find that all the
Free Nations will be fully prepared to participate and
to assist us in every way possible, Ve purposely did not
discuss with any of our friendly governments the question
of whether or not they are in favor of this undertaking.
The reason, as I have said before, is thet we have no
definite objectives nor plans -- nothing that you cotn
nut forward as a concrete proposal - until after we .
agree on something here. I obviously still do not know
what this group will do; that is purely up to you to
decide,

As a believer in democracy and freedom, I have not-
becen il 2 position to tell you what you are going to do
and what you are not going to do, Instcad, I merely say
to you that if we stand on principles of right and
justice and on the determinacion to defend the Pacific
Wordd and Asia against Communict aggrossion, we shall not
lack for support, I am fully confident that the people
and thc governments of the United States and 2ll the
rest of the Frec World will cooperate and will stand
‘together 'in a great crusade to end oppression and bring
that better world of tomorrow into existence today. Ve
ask no more -- and certainly no less -- that the govern-
ment of the people, by the people, and for the people
shall prevail not for just a few, but for cevery man,
wonien, end child of this earth, May God guide us wisely
in our deliberations and thus speed the certain triumph
of brotherhood, of peacec, and of freedom.

The following words were addressed by the President to
the mcmbers of the press, photographers, ectc..

I know you arc interested in the delegates to the
conference, If you sufficiently understand the importence
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of this plecase help us by stoying oway from this
gathering., Ve helieve it is very important for the
freedom of man and to the entire world., These small
beginnings have great hopes. Thosc who are here can
have the opportunity to expr:ss all they have in their
minds ond comparc notes and exchange views and hove a
thorough understanding among taemselves, Vhat they
decide to do here is vitally imporscnt, I am very
anxious to kcep these peoplc together for a day or two
for the conference without outsice interference., I
honestly tell you there is nothing we core trying to
conceal. Ve ere more anxious to reveal everything we
do. I know vou are interestcd in it but please help us
so that this important meetins can be held and the
objective can be achieved. Thank you.

The Cheirmen introduced the Chicf Delegaﬁe from China,
Mr. Ku Chin Kong,who mnade the following address:

Your Excellency President Syngman Rhee, Mr, Choir-
nan, fellow delegrtes lndies ond gentlemen.

Ve arc greatly honored to heve the opportunity to
be present today at the Asicn Peoples! Anti-Communist
Conference in Chinhrce and to listen to the inspiring
speech by President Syngman Rhee. Ve wish to extend our
profound respects for the anti-Communist determination of
hoth Dr. Rhee ond the people of the Republic of Korea,
hed President Rhee poid a call to Presideat Chiang in
Tripei the »lon of initiating an anti-Communist nllinnce
between the enti-Communist peoples of Asia was telken up.
It moy be recclled that in August 1949 a metting between
President Chiang and Presidant Rhee was held ot this very
exquisite place Chinhae. The main object of that meeting
wes the smme, Today the anti-Communist Asian Peoples'
Conference is inaugrated. Ve deem it a fine start for =«
united anti-Communist front feor Asian peoples end we are
grotified. " Ever since the conclusion of World Yar Two
Asia hes been the mein bettle ground for Communist
Imperinlistic aggression. Chinn bore the initial brunt,
Koren ccme next ond Vietnam followed., The fote of the
cntire South East Asiz is in the balance, s
ﬂﬂ“ﬁﬂg juncture the oanti-Commun® st people§ﬂ1ﬁaugrated ol
daleagedsers Nv declegotion considers this move in great
neasure & directimg in collective sccurity ond #& in-
sniring new hope for thc peoples of Asia to renew their
strength, None of the Asisn nntions can escape the danger
of Communism today. China, Xoren and Vietman in particulnr
~rre fighting » life and de~th struggle. The nntions of
Asin therefore must be united ond fight together., This
conference needs a common ~im snd common belief, We hope
something great and effective can be cvolved in order to
pernit a united front cmongst the cnti-Communist nations
in Asin. In the coming threc days of conference we are
going to offer our frank nnd true views- for discussion as
cnlled upon by Dr. Rhee and we wish to vlay our part to
ensure this conferences success, On behnlf of my dele-
grtion I wish to take this opportunity to express our
sincore thankfulness for the warm welcome and the
cenerous hospnitality to the people of the Republie of
Xores for vhich we ore 211 the more gr-teful, Thank vou.
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The Chairman.(,troduced the Chief Deleg~v. from Honzkong
and Facao,lr. Hsia Tung Pei,who mrde the following
address:

Your Exce’lency, Mr, Chairmen, Ladies ond Gentlemen:
‘e h~ve just hcerd the great speech mode by President
Sygnman Rhee, First of all, we wish to express our deep
rcespect and gratitude to President Rhee and the people
and ‘soldiers of Korea, for without his great leadership
ond the courn~se of the Korean people, this Conference
would hove been impossible,

It is a great honour to us who h~ave come from the
fringe of the Iron Curtcin, or the Anti-Communist front,
Hongkong and Mecao, to participate in this Asian Anti-
Communist Conference, V¢ arc greatly encournged and feel
the heavy resvonsibility that rests on us. The Asien
situation hms come to a most critical moment, and the
Chinhoe Conference inaugurated ~t this time hes o very
importent meaning, The success or frilure of this confer-
ence will detcrmine the destiny of Asic - whether the future
be bright or dark, whether the peoples be free or enslaved,
will be decided by the accomplishment of this confererce,
Therefore, we deleg-tes from Honzkonz and Mncro, hold the
opinion that there will be born an orgonization of the
Asizn Peoples! Anti-Communist Alliance, which will develop
into an alliance among the Asien nations amd Further into
an Asian Federation,

Secondly, we hope thot ot the fringe of the Iron Cur-
tain, Reception Stations will be established to encourage
freedom~loving people and the awakened Cormunist rank-nnd-
file tp choose freedom, thus hastening the downfrll of the
Communist regime, We nlso hope that we will make o declar-
ation urging all the free world to outlaw all Communist
orgenizations, and to oppose all the resolutions mrde by
the Geneva Conierence. This is what we sincerely. hope
for,

In conclusion, we wish to express our heartfelt
thanks to President Rhee and all the Korcan pveople for
their warm welcome and generous hospitality, Thank you,
