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The opening session was called to order by Chairman Young P, lLee, Chief
" Delegate of the Republic of Korea, _ )
A11 the attended rose up to onc mimte of silent prayer for all freedom-
loving peoples who have fmght and died in the fight against 1n§ernntiona1
Communi gn, )
Mr, Lee introduced President Syngman Rhee.of the Republic of Korea, who
received a standing ovetion from the Delegates, guests, and press corps.
(Text of Mr, Iee's introductory remarks have been distributed as a separate
document),
| President Syngnan Rhee welcomed the delegates and smoke of the Free
| Asian fight against Communi sm, (The'text of President Rhee's address has
been distrituted as a separate document.) The President then spoke extenmmo-
raneously to the spectators and press corps, urging them to help Free isia
achieve thé objectives of the Conference by refraining from any interference
with the work of the Delegations. The President emphasized that the
Delegates and the Conference have nothing to conceal, but must have a chance
to work quietly and diligently.
Mr, Lee introduced spokesmen for each Delegation, in alphabetical order, g
for responses to the remarks of President Rhee. .
The first speaker was Mr, Ku Chin Kang, Chief Delegate of Ching., He
sald his delegation was honored to be present and po 1isten to such an
inspiring speech. Payving his respects to the anti-Cormunist deternination
of the President and the Korcen veople, he declared that he believes this
Conference represents a fine beginning for an anti-Commnist front of Asian
veoples, He nointed out that since World War II, Asia has been the battle-
gromnd in the fight against the Communists. The fate of Asia hangs in the
hangs in the balance, he declared, but there is new hope for the peoples of
Asin, He added that China was.going to offer its frank and true views for
dlscussion at the Conference, (The text of Mr, Ku's remarks will be dis—

trivuted later.)
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The second speaker was Mr, Yap Tin Sing, chief Delegate of Hongkong and
Macao, He expressed gratitude for the great smeech of President Rhee, and
saluted the anti-Comnunist war efforts of the Pfesident, the ROK Army, and
the Korean people, The Conference feels the great responsibility irmosed
unon it, he said, and the success or fatlure of the meeting will determine
the future of Asia, He expressé§ confidence the Conference will result in.
an anti-Commnist Asian Alliance, and eventually in an Asian Federation,

Mr, Yap said-he hoped the Conference would adoot resolutions urging the
Free World to outlaw all Communist organizations, and all actions of the
Géneva Conference, .

The third spesker waos Miss Michaela Montcmayor, Delegate of the
Philippines, She pointed out that since 1951 the Philippines has been séhding
troops to help in Korea's fight against Commnism, The ties between the two
countries are therefore very close, she said, and Korea's cause is the same
as that of the Philinpines, The menace of Communism is very great, pu§ it
can be overcome through the united efforts of free peonle, she added, She
concluded with the wish that Korea may have many more years of fruitful
leadershin from that grent friend and patriot, President Rhee, _

The fourth speaker was Tsal Chang, Chief Delegate of Ryukyu, He said
that Xorea today represents the crystalization of the freedonm fight of
President Rhee, the Korean Army and peonle. Ryukyu suffered slavery under
the Japanese for 80 years; until the end of World War II, he said, Now Ryukyu
is detérmined to becone free and indenendent, and to establish a state that
can determine its own destiny. To do so, he said, Ryukyu will draw on the
exveriences and nrocesses of Korea. Ryukyu is also interested in establishing
an anti-Cormunist Alliance, Mr. Tsai said that to sit and look on indifferently

vould be to comnit suicide and invite extinction,
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The fifth speaker was Mr, B, Chuang, Chief Delegaté of Thailand, He
expressed avpreciation for the warm welcome of the Republic of Korea and of
President Rhee, The Thai people énd government are entirely anti-Communist—
100 per cent, he declared, That i§ why Thal troops weré sent to Korea to
fight against Communism, He asserted that the two main nroblens of the
Conference are (1) How to set up the organization, and (2) Fow to nake’ it
large and strong, ]

The sixth anl last speaker was Mr, Nguyen Van Ten, Chief Delegate of
Vietnan, He declared that neasures against Conunism must be taken now,
because the imperialistic anbitions of the Communist world aré without 1limit;.
He pointed out that the pattern of aggression had taken China, and ‘then beon
directed against Korea and Vie tnam, Whose turn will it be tonorrow? he asked,
We cannot wait and see our friends fall into peril one by one, he said, The
reason Lor the Gommunist victories g dave can bo touad in our failure Lo
unite. This Conference pmarks a chgnge; he continued, because compromise

with Communiem is unthinksble® e concluded.with tie Statement‘that.thé
Corrmni st aim,to¢dbm1nate“the world and to throttle‘lib?rty will novay be
altered,

Enthusiastic anplause greeted the resnonses of each Delegation spoke sman,

President Rhee then expressed thahks for the remarks of’the spokesmen,

He said he,was esvecially happy to have Mr, Nguyen Van Tam, the former Premjer

of ‘Vietnan, at the Conference, The President ndinted out that the Vietnam and
Indo-Chinese situation is critical and that Vietnanmj qus, and ‘Canbodia have

‘the full svnnathv of Korea, He said thé Koreans will do all they can to help,

and repeated:the ROK offer to send two or three divisiéns;to I:dé;China;' We-

mst keen in nind that we are one for all and all for one, he,said." Unless

ve all get together, we' shall be-destfbyéd, he declared; "1 knﬁw this '
Conference, small as it is, will be a greaf and mighty force in the ‘anti-Comunist
crusade, The npeople of Asia are -ready- to.extend themsalves-£or. thelir own
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interesis in the affairs of Asia, We are tired of being trampled by mighty
nilitary powers, We are not going to be a football in world affairs,! The
President pointed out that the Commnists are our own People, and asked why
- we must fight them, Because, he answered, Soviet Russia seeks domination of

the whole world, He sald we are not anti-Communist, but pro-Democratic,
When the peoples of Asia stand together, he asserted, we shall triumph,
"I thank God we have this nighty start. here, God_bléss you all, From now on .
111 keep away from you, ut my hgéri is with you, Apytime you want to
know anything that I can tell you,.plegse let me know," j

The President was apnlauded again, and left the Conference,

Mr, Whang Snng Soo of the ROK Delegation read a congratulatory message
fron the Korean National Assenbly, and called attention to other messages

of congratulation,

The Opening Session.then was adjourned by Mr, lee at 11:15 a.nm,
