| learned from Adib Habaib himself that he was in Haifa and that had gone there to try
to get back his son who had been taken by the church in Ain Al-Ghrair from Beirut to
France to appoint him for the priesthood in Ghrair. For this purpose, he met with top
people from Ain Al-Ghrair in Haifa, who had promised him help to bring his son back.

| also found out that he met with Omar Al-Khalil, who carried a letter from him to his
wife, Kalini, as well as a 100 pounds.
