Because of the victory in Dian Bien Phu and the initiative taken by our side to release
seriously wounded French prisoners, the plots of sabotaging a ceasefire in Indochina
by the United States and the factions for war in France have encountered big
difficulties. The majority of members of the French parliament are in favor of a
ceasefire, and those within the [French] government opposing a ceasefire belong to
the minority. Therefore, as shown by the current situation, the possibility for a
ceasefire has increased, and specific progress has been achieved in the negotiation.
But the United States and the factions for war in France may strengthen the activities
of sabotaging [the negotiation.]
