Tenho a honra de dirigir-me a Vossa Excelencia, a res-
peito da Exposigao de Motivos n@ DEOc/DCT/326/592(81a), de 4 de
outubro de 1971, do Ministério das Relacdes Exteriores, que versa
sobre o Projeto de Convenio Especial a ser firmado entre o Conse-
lho Nacional de Pesquisas (CNPq) e o Centro de Pesquisas Nuclea-
res de JULICH (KFA), da ALEMANHA.

Com referencia ao assunto, esta Secretaria-Geral verifi
cou que:

- BRASIL e ALEMANHA OCIDENTAL assinaram, em junho de
1969, um Acordo Geral de Cooperacdo Cientifica e Tec-
nologica.

- Com base naquele instrumento, foi firmado no ano em
curso, um Convenio Especial entre a Comissdao Nacional
de Enmergia HNuclear e o Centro de Pesquisas MNucleares
de JOLICH, visando a promover efetiva cooperacio téc-
nica entre os dois Orgdos, nos seus campos especifi-
cos de atividades.

- Procurando ampliar a faixa de intercambio em setor
primordial para a politica de desenvolvimento, o Mi-
nistério das RelagGes Exteriores realiza negociagoes
para a assinatura de novo Convénio, agora entre o Cen
tro de Pesquisas de JOLICH e o Conselho Nacional de
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Pesquisas, abrangendo outros campos de interesse co

muns dos dois paises.

Esta Secretaria-Geral, apds aprofundados estudos sobre

chegou as seguintes conclusdes:

0 Projeto de Convénio Especial entre o Conselho Nacio-
nal de Pesquisas (CNPq) e o Centro de Pesquisas Nu-
cleares de JOLICH, enquadra-se no contexto do “Acardo
Geral de Cooperacao da Pesquisa Cientifica e do Desen-
volvimento Tecnoldbagico" assinado, pelo BRASIL e a
ALEMANHA OCIDENTAL, em junho de 19&9.

0 referido Convenio, elaborado a base do anteriormente
firmado entre a Comissdo Nacional de Energia Nuclear e
0 Centro de Pesquisas Nucleares de JOLICH, ampliara a
faixa de colaboracao cientifica entre os paises signa-
tarios.

Hi conveniéncia de que se guarde compatibilidade entre

os dois instrumentos de cooperagao, nos aspectos rela-
tivos ao Campo da Energia Nuclear.

A esse respeito, as Diretrizes para a Politica MNacio-
nal de Energia Nuclear, prevéem que as negociacodes se-
jam conduzidas em intima ligacdo com o Ministério das
Minas e Energia.

A efetivacdo do Convenio nos termos propostes pelo Mi-
nistério das RelacGes Exteriores, atende aos interes-
ses da Segquranca Nacional.

' Excelencia, esta Secretaria-Geral pede vénia para sugerir que se-
ja autorizado o Ministério das Relacoes Exteriores a prosseguir
nas negociacoes, nas condicoes acima especificadas.
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Aproveito a oportunidade para renovar a Vossa Excelen-
cia os protestos do meu mais profundo respeito.

Exposicdao de Motivos no. 081/71

To His Excellency the President of the Republic

| have the honor to address Your Excellency with regard to Exposicdao de Motivos no.
DEOc/DCT/326/592 (81a), of 4 October 1971, from the Ministry of External Relations,
dealing with the Draft Special Convention to be signed between the National
Research Council (CNPq) and the Julich Center for Nuclear Research (KFA), in
Germany.

On this matter, this General Secretariat established that:

UBrazil and the Federal Republic of Germany signed in June of 1969, a General
Agreement on Scientific and Technical Cooperation.

. Based on that instrument, a Special Convention between the National Nuclear
Energy Commission and the Julich Center for Nuclear Research was signed in the
current year with the objective of promoting effective technical cooperation between
the two agencies, in the specific fields of activities.

. With the aim of enlarging the scope of the exchanges in a priority sector for the
policy of development, the Ministry of External Relations carried out negotiations for
the signature of a new Convention, this time between the Julich Center for Nuclear
Research and the National Research Council, encompassing other areas of common
interest of the two countries.
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After extensive study, this General Secretariat arrived at the following conclusions:

UMAe Draft Special Convention between the National Research Council and the Jllich
Center for Nuclear Research is consistent with the context of the "General Agreement
on Cooperation on Scientific Research and Technological Development" signed by
Brazil and Western Germany in June of 1969.

. Said Convention, elaborated on the basis of the one previously signed between the

National Nuclear Energy Commission and the Julich Center for Nuclear Research will
broaden the scope of scientific collaboration between the signatory countries.

. It is convenient to maintain compatibility between the two instruments of
collaboration in the aspects related to the area of nuclear Energy.

. In this respect, the Guidelines for the National Nuclear Energy Policy provide that the
negotiations be conducted in close liaison with the Ministry of Mines and Energy.

. The conclusion of the Convention according to the proposal of the Ministry of
External Relations responds to the interests of National Security.

In submitting this matter to Your Excellency's high consideration, this General
Secretariat respectfully suggests that the Ministry of External Relations should be
authorized to proceed with the negotiations in accordance with the above described
conditions
