__.-Dr. I.e. Fang, DJ.rector of tho Regional Office of the World 
Health Organization callod on me with n viow of soliciting a 
fund f .rom our govornment toward tho construction of a regional 
headquo.rtero building in Manila. Tho I'h.tlippine government offered 
the organimtion a piece of land containing an area of ,6,000 oq. ft. 
and a auui ot P500,ooo.oo for the construction of the building. 
It io oatimated thnt tho projoot will cost in the noi@lborhood 
of one million pesos of which one-halt million peaoa is expsoted to 
be raised by voluntary contributions from Member States bordering 
the Western Paoi:tio. 
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Dr. l'ang said that many governnants htlvo plodge4 to support 
tho building program for the regional headquurtera to house local 
offices of the United Rations. Although no commitments h&Te been 
made, assurance has been given that voluntary contributions will 
be :favornbly considered by Kembe1· States. He further stated that 
if OU!' govorruasnt contributea a aura of llVB !HOUSAND IOI.LARS 
( &5,ooo,oo) tovard the building fund, it will help roach the goal 
ot raising the building fund. As Korea is a full-fledged Member 
Sta.to, she io under obligation to aha.re tho responsibility in the 
discharge of members' duties.

Having received your radiogrnm confirming the acceptance 
ot an invitation by General Il Kwon Chung to visit the Philippines, 
invitations for a recoption in hie honor were ill'lllediately oent 
out to about five hundred persona to meet the genenu. Honoring 
tho general, a formal dinner vill be tendered at the legation 
residence. The two evening affairs vill be held on tho patio 
facing tho roar garden. We oross our fingers f 01· fair weather 
in the oveninga. A copy of the tentative itinerary of Genoral 
Chung ia attachsd for your information. 

I am deeply appreciative of yru1' prompt diapatoh of a radio­
sram in reply to my query concerning tho Korean par·t1oipation in 
the Aircraft show in Han:Un. Tho Philippine government has boen 
ao inf or-med to the effect that our government hae exprea&Dd :regrot 
for being ttnable to aocapt the invitation to send a. Korean jet 
plane to the Manila Air Show in December.
