Since the return of the Philippine trade and goodwill
misaion from Korea, the importation of Koreanproducts has
besn stimulated by those who are direotly concerned with
the export and import trade. Undersecretary of Commearce
and Industry Perfecto laguio invited me to a luncheon to
discuss the promotion of a two-way trads, whereas it had
heen a ona-way trade in favoxr of the Philippines, It has
been suggested that commoditios from Korea such as oniong
garlic, fruits, textiles and salted fish can be imported
into this country to the extent of offsetting the £5 million
Philippins export to Korea avery years

I wonder if there is any commission or board directly
responsible for the promotion of overseas trade. I am sure
the ropresentatives of your Ministry, the Hinistries of
Financo, Commerce and Industry, Agriculture and Forestry
can organize a consultation board to devise ways and means
of how to develop export trade. If you nsed any reference
material, I shall bs very happy to furnish you with some,
If our govermmont makes a request to the ICA to assign an
advisor who specializes in marketing or foreign trade, that
will start the ball rolling,
