Dear Minister Cho: 

With tho departure of u.e. Ambe.eaador and Mrs. Homer 
Ferguson, tha Manila sooinl iife kept paco with blt.ck-tie 
dinners and cocktails feted by the hoat government officials 
Md membors of th6 diplomatic corps. We gave Hrs. Perguson 
a peerl-in-l6id lacquer jewel box as a token of friendship, 
and she appreciated it very much. No successor has been 
announced by Waahington and tilere is speculation that Kr. 
Langley, who was instrumental in the onaotment of 1.he Lnurel­
Langley· Trade Revision Act or u.s. Asst. Sooretery of State 
Rockefeller nay become successor to outgoing ABbaesador Hoaer 
l!'ergueon. I have bsen reliably informed thnt tho next U.S. 
Ambe.asador to the Philippines would be a career diplomat who 
haa ex1leriei1ce in the negotiatione of u.s. property chdm 
settlement nov pending between the Philippines am the u.s.

last year. Mr. Jeung Hoou Son(S, publioher of the Pictorial 
Korea, who came hore to cover th~ piotvres :i.n oonnection with 
the Asian Anti-CoJM1Uniat Conference, donated some pictures 
on Korea and also lent us fifty colored slides to be ahovn at 
the Korean cultural program to be held on Harch 25th. He pro­

Korean legation for diat1·ibution among friends of Korea. Aa } 
we i·eceived, gi·atis, one hundred copies of the book - "Syngman 

Rhee, The Mrui Behind tho Myth" - from the Korean Pacific Presa, 
the books "'ere donated Yi.th tho compliments of the Korean 
Logation to city and school libraries and to :.friends of Korea.
