Do Soon Chung (\#1..fe of Vico Consul and Third Seoretnry) 
to come to Hnnila. If eho comes here, she can aesiet Mrs. 
Kim in many vaya. Her preaence ie needed not for our aelfiah 
purpoae, but for tho good of our diplomatic i:Ussion. 

Mrs. Kim joins me in oxpreasing our deep appreciation 
for your aeaistance in securing for the legation mgny Korean 
objects of art and a money cheat. The addition of the Korean 
furniture vill surely brighten tho living room and make it 
look like that of a Ko roan home.
