10th. which ti• w ·are going to mtertain them with a Korean dbmer at our 
home. On Tuesday eTening we were inTited by~ Swiea Minister and his wite to 
dinner at their home. Atter the dinner eve~d to ~oe some 111110 and 10~ 
and nv wite sang the Korean folk aong whioh eTery one said the Korean aongs 
are 10 soft and sweet. On Wednesday we were invited by the Vhtnameae Minister 
to the reception in honor or his oountry•a Speaker ot the lfe.tiona.l Assembly and 
his party. We were so happy to meet them. Some ot them told me thtt they so 
impreBBed when they had oppertunity to visit our capital.Seoul recently. On 
Thursday I attended at the leorologioal Ser-Yioe tor the late Senator X.C.Brionea 
held in the Beaaion Hall ot the Senate. In the atternoon l paid rq courte·q 
oall on the Underseoretary of Commel"JOe and Industry here and we alreadr hacl tew 

cUeoussiona about the~· and mean.a ot inoreaaing our 1111tual trade. In the 
eTening we were invited by the French AmbaSBador and hie la.q tb their reception 
in honor ot their .tormr Primer the Hon. Mr.PiDAy.
