how long they expect to stay, and other detailed
programs to be performed here. This information
will be essentiully needed for the arrangements
to be made beforshand in order to have successful
performances, The Philippine Navy authorities
have also informed us that they should be advised
concérning the frequencies, call sign,.type of
waves and other information regarding the Korean
