THE APPROXIMATE HIDDLEa LOOKING INTO THE HORSESHOE. THE
IDENTIFICATIONS GIVENW BY SOURCE IN THIS REPORT FLOU FROM LEFT
TO RIGHTa STARTING AT THE LEFTHAND TABLE. THERE ARE EIGHT
PERSONS SEATED AT THE LEFTHAND TABLE. THERE ARE SEVEN PERSONS
SEATVED AT THE CENTER TABLE~ WITH JARUZELSKI IN THE CENTRAL

REASON+ THE APPOINTﬂkENT WAS NOT MADE~ ALTHOUGH THERE WAS NO

INDICATION THAT ZIELINSKI HAD LOST FAVOR WITH THE PARTY OR
MILITARY LEADERSHIP.  ZIELINSKI IS A "CYNICAL COMMUNIST."

THAT IS+ HE REGARDS ACTIVISM IN THE PARTY AS A NECESSARY
